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Crocker Presides Over 107" Assembly

Dr. Gustavo A. Crocker was elected the 41 general
superintendent of the Church of the Nazarene at the 28" General
Assembly in Indianapolis, Indiana, in June 2013.

Prior to his election, Crocker had served as Eurasia regional
director since 2004. Previously, he was senior vice-president for
programs at World Relief Corporation. Gustavo joined World
Relief after serving as director of field management for
Compassion International. Other ministry included several years
as administrative director of Nazarene Compassionate Ministries
International in Kansas City, Missouri, and three years as
regional coordinator of Nazarene Compassionate Ministries out
of Quito, Ecuador.

A Guatemalan by birth, Dr. Crocker was ordained as an elder in
the Church of the Nazarene on the Mid-Atlantic District. He is a
licensed architect with a master’s degree in community planning

from the University of Cincinnati, where he attended as a Fulbright Scholar. As a Latin American
Leadership Scholar, he earned a Ph.D. in organizational leadership at Regent University. In 2014, Olivet
Nazarene University honored him with a Doctor of Divinity degree for his contribution to the development

of the global church.

Dr. Crocker has taught in various universities of Latin America, Europe, and the United States. He has
also been a guest lecturer at several seminaries, colleges, and universities in the United States, Latin
America, and Europe. Proficient in several languages, Dr. Crocker has authored several books and articles
in Spanish and English, and his writings have been translated into more than 20 languages.

Dr. Crocker and his wife, Rachel, have two grown daughters, Raquel and Beth.

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DISTRICT SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

Dr. Larry Lacher, District Superintendent

Greetings friends and family of the New Mexico District. Today I offer you my first ever report
as your District Superintendent.

I’m sure there were times in my life when I imagined what it might be like to be a district
superintendent. By the time I had been in the ministry five years, I was given the opportunity to
serve in various leadership positions in the church that brought me into regular contact with some
amazing leaders who have poured into my life, trying to prepare me for the day when I might
take the reins of leadership. While all my superintendents have been outstanding men of God, I
have been particularly privileged to learn “the ropes” of leadership and the character of a leader
from Allan Dace, Jim Spruce, and Fred Huff. These three men oversaw thirty of my thirty-seven
years of pastoral ministry, trusted me with leadership opportunities, and modeled for me what
great leadership is about. I hope, one day, to be able to express in my own leadership the best of
the lessons that they taught and modeled. Mostly, I am grateful to you for the confidence you
have expressed in me by asking me to be your district leader.

Still, with all their mentoring, I’'m sure I never really imagined what it would be like to actually
be the district superintendent. I knew there would be a lot of work, problems to handle,
administration to be done, and zillions of meeting to attend. What I did not imagine was the sheer
delight I would have in getting to be with our pastors and churches and being able to see first-
hand all the amazing work and ministry they do. In the course of my first year as your
superintendent, I made it my aim to be with every pastor and to visit every church on the district.
I have, in fact, had the opportunity to spend time with nearly every pastor on the district and to
visit nearly every church on the district in some capacity. The last few scheduled visits were
interrupted by the Coronavirus, though, so I owe a few an in-person visit.

In these visits, what I have observed is the many remarkable and creative ways that our New
Mexico District churches are connecting the ministry of the Kingdom to the people that they
serve. Those remarkable ministries include everything from food programs, thrift stores, and
other acts of service and compassion, to twelve-step programs, veterans’ programs, daycares, and
many other community service activities. Your churches are so much more than a Sunday
gathering. They are a gathering and sending army of God, seeking to express the life of the
Kingdom in every way, age, and language you can imagine. It is an incredible privilege for me
to be given this front-row seat to the life of the church and Kingdom in New Mexico and far west
Texas.

Never has this creativity and ingenuity been more tested than during the Coronavirus pandemic.
It has been over twelve weeks since I had to do something that I never thought I would have to
do in my life. I had to instruct all the churches on the New Mexico District to close their doors
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and not to hold public services. This choice was gut-wrenching for all of us; but, it was
necessitated for the safety of everyone that we love. Undaunted, you determined that the church
would go on. Most of you found ways to broadcast your services using Facebook live, YouTube,
or a video posted on your webpage. Others conducted live drive-in services each week as a way
to gather using social distancing. Some also used low-tech solutions like mailings and telephone
calls. One pastor of a small church called each of his people every week and shared a devotional
with them over the phone.

You also found ways to conduct Sunday School classes, small groups, Bible studies, prayer
services, children’s activities, Wednesday night services, and a variety of other connectional
activities that created probably more regular connection with everyone in the church than we used
to do.

It has been challenging and exhausting for our leaders. Yet, you have continued to be the church.
Y our compassionate service has continued with new social isolation standards. You have fed the
hungry, provided needed clothing, worked together in new ways, and found new robust ways to
continue the mission of the church in an environment in which “normal church” was not
permitted.

Who would have imagined that there would come to be a time when we would be allowed to go
to church under the condition that we share no handshakes, no hugs, no food, no fellowship? Who
would have imagined that we would be happy to gather in a parking lot — just to see each other?
And who would have imagined that the internet would be completely swamped with the gospel
every day? I have heard many stories of people coming to faith and people coming back to church
because the church was forced to exit the building and the trappings of community and find ways
to be in the living rooms of people all around the world.

Never have I been so proud of all the churches on the New Mexico District. I am so thankful that
God gave me this box seat to see the Church at work this year. While it could be easy to focus on
the challenges that we have as a district in terms of finances, attendance, or programs, I have seen
an entirely different story this year. What I have seen is a collection of churches that are
determined to find ways to touch people with the love of Jesus and the message of holiness
regardless of the cost or challenges involved.

Speaking of pride, I want to say how proud I am of Rev. Doctor Erika Hasenauer who completed
her Doctor of Ministry degree in Spanish through Nazarene Theological Seminary. She also had
to face the Coronavirus challenge by defending her project, Attitudes and Practices Towards
Undocumented Immigration in the South U.S.-Mexico Border. Pastoral Approach, via zoom.
Erika is also a medical doctor from Mexico, although she is not licensed to practice in the U.S.
Thus, she is well trained in the cure of both body and soul.

One of our biggest challenges as a district has been to restore its financial health. During the

transition, the District Advisory Board and District Finance Sub-Committee came to the
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realization that our spending was greatly out of proportion to our income and had been for some
time. As a result, district reserves had been reduced to nearly zero. It was clear that we were in
real trouble and that the pattern of spending could not be continued. As I came into this job, it
was my responsibility to present a balanced budget to the DAB that began to restore all fund
balances and develop a habit of putting money in savings for special needs as they arise. To make
this happen, there were significant cuts and sacrifices in every area of the district budget.
Personally, I received a much-reduced package from that of my predecessor. We also eliminated
the position of office secretary. Larry Fry also took a significant reduction and his responsibility
of District Administrator was deleted. Every pastor that was receiving district support has been
taken off support over the course of the year as well. Each auxiliary group had to learn to live on
less income as well. Similarly, we made cuts in nearly every area of district operations, reversing
the trend of over-spending.

Of course, most of you are making sacrifices to serve the Kingdom as well. The majority of our
pastors are bi-vocational, many serving without any salary or support from their churches. Most
of the rest are not paid well, many going without health insurance or retirement support. |
recognize that churches can’t spend what they don’t have, but I want to encourage every church
to care for their pastors as well as possible — as well as they would like to be cared for by their
employers. Everyone is doing the best they can with what they have, and we are trying to help
wherever we can. As an example, Sue Hutchison has volunteered to help in the district office a
few hours per week. I say that not because she wants any recognition, but to let you know that if
she contacts you on my behalf, she actually has my permission to do so. I also have to express
my appreciation to Linda Brooks and Dawna Berkompas for their clerical help through the year
and Bonita Park staff for many ways they have come along beside me and the district during these
days of transition. Ellan Anderson also stepped up to edit the district website.

As a result, for the first time in who knows how long, we actually spent less than we received to
the tune of over $13,000. That money, along with a $20,000 donation from Carlsbad Church
Street has gone into a savings account that we have established in order to separate reserved funds
from the working account. Had we received all anticipated budget payments, that savings would
be even greater.

As Larry Fry will share later, we have reduced the district budget by another $30,000 this year,
anticipating a Coronavirus reduction in district income. Still, we have budgeted some dollars into
savings. Eventually, of course, our plan is to have money to use for church planting/extension.
We must begin a season of expansion again. There are too many opportunities to reach the
unchurched to worry only about maintaining our own ministries. In the end, I must say to you
that it is imperative that each and every church is faithful with the payment of your district budget.
We have been faithful stewards of the dollars entrusted to us, but we are at bare bones. There is
not a pot of money somewhere for the district to depend on. We depend on your faithfulness,
each and every month, just to keep the bills paid. I need and expect you to do your part.
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This year, I asked each of our pastors to write a 3-2-1 report to be included in the Assembly
booklet. Each pastor was to list three things that they are proud of that has happened in their
church this year, two things that they are praying about, and one great idea that they hope to see
fulfilled in the coming year.

A few of the churches that have taken the lead in this year include:

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We have one church that is receiving a special award this year, again: The General
Superintendent’s Growth Award. I am sure that Dr. Crocker will have something to say to Pastor
Dr. Pete Myers in presenting the award; however, [ want to say something at this point. You have
probably noticed that Sandia receives this award year after year. The primary reason is that they
are committed to planting churches. If you look in the back of the handbook and see the list of
Parent Affiliated Congregations, PACs, you will note that most of them are affiliated with Sandia.
I am so pleased with the vision of Dr. Myers who is committed to the idea of starting churches
that start churches. Of course, there are others. Graciela Ramos, Hector and Susan Torres,
Magdalena Moreno, and Chuck Parish are leading church plants that function on their own
without a parent. These are known as Church-Type Missions, or CTMs. Heights First has two
PACs; Hobbs First, Holiday Park, and Angus each have one.

I want to challenge each church to think about how you will start new churches as well. It doesn’t
require a lot of resources to plant a church. What it requires is a realization that there are people
in your communities that your church will never reach in its current form and a desire to design
some sort of ministry that will reach them. Some of those ministries will grow up into independent
and healthy churches. Others will not and some will fail. What we do know is that the most
effective way of reaching lost and broken people with the love of Jesus is to start new works and
plant new churches.

If I have preached in your church this year, you have heard me share with you my desire that God
would bring an awakening to the New Mexico District. That awakening needs to spawn new
Missional seriousness in our churches. It needs to reenergize our churches throughout the district
for growth and missional impact. It needs to spawn a new determination to plant churches
throughout our district, but especially in Texas, where I believe we need forty churches, beginning
at the border and following the Rio Grande to the south. Furthermore, there is much territory to
capture for Jesus in the growing areas of the district, especially in Sandoval and Dona Ana
Counties. | am anxious to work in partnership with the Southwest Latin District to plant Spanish
language churches and with the Southwest Native American District to resource ministry to the
tribal peoples in our District. There is much Kingdom work to be done and we need to seek every
means possible to reach those around us with the news of salvation leading to a holy life and a
present relationship with God.

If that movement is going to happen again in the New Mexico District, it must be fueled by the
same fire that fueled it in the first place. We cannot program awakening. We cannot manage an
outpouring. God cannot be managed any more than we can manage the downpours that fill our
arroyos that carve out new waterways. However, in the same ways that we prepare for the sudden
downpours by building channels and reservoirs that capture the flooding and preserve it, I am
firmly convinced that there are things that we can and must do so that God’s outpouring is
captured, channeled, and preserved.
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If T have preached in your church this year, I have talked to you about the four pillars of
awakening. Time will not allow me today to re-preach that message. As a reminder, I have
become convinced that God uses four activities in the local church to prepare the way for His
manifest presence to be poured out. God does not pour out His presence for our sakes, primarily.
God 1s not merely interested in the idea that we would have great gatherings that nurture and
nourish our hearts. However, since it is only God who heals, saves, sanctifies, breaks chains, and
restores lives, we absolutely need His presence to be poured out so that the benefits of the
Kingdom can be received by those who attend our churches and ministries.

The four pillars on which God builds His kingdom are:
Deliberate Prayer
Corporate prayer is the fuel that powers the church. While I want to believe that each Nazarene
on the New Mexico District has a productive personal prayer life that power their own lives, I
have become convinced that the lack of power and effectiveness in our churches is attributable
to the fact that we have quit praying together. In the same way that a prayerless Christian is a
powerless Christian, a prayerless church is a powerless church. I believe that most of us got
deceived into thinking that programs build the church, so we focused all our attention and
resources to creating bigger and better events and programs. Yet, Jesus defined the church as “a
house of prayer,” not a house of programs. Of all the mistakes [ made as a pastor, the biggest
one was not leading corporate prayer in my churches. I can also tell you that the most satisfying
times [ had in ministry were when I determined to lead my churches to pray. John Wesley
reminds us, “God does nothing, but in answer to prayer.”

Several of our pastors have responded to my challenge by beginning prayer meetings in their
churches. If you would like to know how to start one in your church, you may talk to Rick
Hutchison, Nate Bienhoff, Alanna McDuff, Wayne Vaughn, Joshua Blea, or Chuck Parish for

some pointers.

Passionate Throne-ward Worship

For my entire life, the church has been defined by its worship service. Since 1972, worship has
been counted in the Church of the Nazarene as the primary time when we gather. Much of my
education was built around designing strategies for attracting people to our worship services, so
they could hear the gospel, get saved, and start coming to Sunday School. At the same time, I
spent most of my ministry frustrated because I could not figure out the formula that made the
people happy while attracting those outside the church who did not know our music and
customs. [ have mourned as | have seen church after church in our denomination explode into
worship wars. Pastor X is invited to come and help the church to reach their community. So,
Pastor X designs a new style of worship that is informed by what the big churches are doing.
Worship becomes a sound and video show fueled by better coffee in the foyer café while
sanctuaries are converted to auditoriums. The result is that the people who were there for whom
the old ways won their hearts checked out or left and the people who were bored in their church
came over to the updated church, while there was no net growth in the Kingdom.
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Finally, it occurred to me to change focus. I asked, “What would happen if [ started to be less
concerned about attracting people to the church and was more concerned about attracting God?”
After all, it is God who saves, heals, sanctifies, restores, and does whatever else people need.
Jesus said that God is looking for those who worship in spirit and in truth. Again, I finally
learned that making God the object of worship has produced my most satisfying years in
ministry. When I come to church determined to worship at His Throne, I quit worrying about
what I like or don’t like. Passionate throne-ward worship is the essence of Presence-based
ministry. Oh, that the church would become again a place where God is present in His fullness
to accomplish the life-changing effects of His Presence.

Churches that are working hard at throne-ward worship and Presence-centered ministry include
most of you. The ones you might want to talk to for help in this area include Rebekah Bienhoff,
Christine Moore, Dave West, Alanna McDuff, and Gavin Haynie.

Robust Discipleship

We Nazarenes are a holiness people. We believe that we are saved in order to be transformed.
The goal of that transformation is Christlikeness. We believe that our disordered lives can be
ordered and restored back to God’s original design for us in creation.

If that transformation is going to happen, we have to be committed to robust discipleship. The
people who come to Christ under our ministries have to be trained to be disciples who make
disciples. Paul said to the Galatians, “I am again in the pains of childbirth until Christ is formed
in you.” Our responsibility is not simply to “get ‘em saved.” Our responsibility is to build
people up into Christlikeness and to teach them to build others up. I’ll come back to this in a
couple moments.

Engagement with the Broken around us

Here 1s where we have been at our best as a district. Virtually every church on the district has
something in place to engage in the lives of broken people. It is really amazing to see. From
daycare to end-of-life care. From ministry to the poor to ministry to those in recovery. From
ministry to veterans to ministry to shut-ins. From food pantries to community gardens. Each
church has found a niche of ministry that enables them to meet people who need to meet Jesus.
[ have been amazed to see what you all are doing.

If you need some direction in starting a ministry on your heart, someone on the district is
probably already doing it. Talk to me and I’ll point you in the direction of someone who has
some experience.

Yet, we must remember that these four pillars work together. Churches that excel in worship,
but not prayer, find that there is excitement, but no power. Churches that engage the broken, but
do not disciple them find that they are only nursing an open wound without really helping
people to change. I have challenged churches to examine their activities and to find the short
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slat, the weakest point, and commit to change there. If we can improve where we are weak, we
will improve our entire ministry.

One way that I think COVID-19 has changed the church is that it has forced us to think about
the church as a collection of small gatherings, rather than a single large gathering during the
week. I believe that we are learning to make the church more agile, diffused, and present in the
lives of people.

Jesus never commanded us to build large buildings that attract people so that they could come
and engage in our programming and, maybe, get saved. Rather, he told us to go into the world
and make disciples. I think Jesus would have us each ask the question of ourselves, “Am I a
church-going-Christian, or am I a disciple who makes disciples?” Frankly, when you study the
Church around the world, especially in areas where the church lives under oppression, the
model that keeps the church expanding and effective is a disciple-centric model.

For years we have talked about the importance of disciple-making. We have learned to ask the
question, “who are you discipling and who’s discipling you?” We are a Wesleyan church and
we readily acknowledge that the success of John Wesley’s movement was established by two
things: the right message and a robust pattern of small groups in which disciples made disciples.

So, for the coming year, we are going to focus on training our churches to become disciple-
making organizations. The denomination, as you have heard, under the direction of our
Superintendents and Scott Rainey, has geared up to resource us in this area...

Personally, the best approach to making disciples of Jesus has been the approach of Hal and
Debi Perkins known as Discipled by Jesus. This coming Fall, Hal and Debi will be leading our
Leadership Retreat, training our leaders in this process. If you cannot wait until then, talk to me
or to Jan Sweeney. The Angus church has the most robust model of this disciple-making
method on the district. People involved in DBJ would tell you that their experience of God’s
presence in their daily lives has been magnified by learning to listen and obey — to walk as Jesus
walked.

This past year has been a year of transition for all of us. I have been learning this job, and you
have been learning me. [ hope we are ready to press into our new year with hope, determination,
commitment, and creativity. It will take all of that to thrive in the coming months. We may find
that we will have to significantly re-invent the church in these days. I am confident in you and
in our Lord. I know you will help us get better and better in reaching people for Jesus. I stand
with you in the process so that together we can be better.

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FINANCE COMMITTEE

We, Dr. Lawrence Lacher, District Superintendent, Larry Fry, District Treasurer, Ken
Weisheit, District Secretary, Sharla Parker, Michael Howe, Jordin West, Wayne Minyard, Bruce
Haley, Bill Belgie, Rick Hutchison, Gregory Van Soest, Marco Sanchez, Nicole Young, and Mark
Asplund, your District Finance Committee, believe responsible Christian stewardship involves
each local church investing a portion of its income to the support and expansion of the mission and
message of the worldwide Church of the Nazarene. A concern for others beyond our own influence
declares a love and loyalty to the mission and message of God’s kingdom here on earth. Every local
church should carefully plan to meet this scriptural responsibility to God and His church reaching
the lost by the full payment of apportionments. The love of Christ compels each local church to
allow no unwarranted failure in this vital area of stewardship. Similarly, the District is committed
to budgeting only on anticipated receipts, and to maintaining a balanced budget in all funds.

Items Related to Local Churches
We recommend that each local church board give prayerful consideration to its financial
leadership responsibilities by:

1. Establishing annually an operating budget, approved by the church board and available to
the congregation, for the ministries of the local church. This budget should be established
based on a reasonable estimate of the giving income of each church and expenses should be
kept within the ability of the church to cover those expenses without external assistance. A
copy should be sent to the district office if requested.

2. Giving positive leadership to the support of the Great Commission by faithful and regular
payment of the World Evangelism Fund, Education Fund, Pensions and Benefits Fund and
District Ministries Funds.

3. Supporting annually Nazarene Bible College (October) and Nazarene Theological Seminary
(January) through receiving an offering and/or budgeting an appropriate amount in the
annual operating budget. Each offering is to be sent directly to Nazarene Bible College,
17001 Prairie Star Parkway, Suite 300, Lenexa, KS 66220 or Nazarene Theological
Seminary, 1700 East Meyer Blvd., Kansas City, MO 64131. The goal is 100 percent
participation by every New Mexico District church in supporting our institutions of
ministerial training and development.

4. Caring for the needs of the pastor and full-time ministerial staff, releasing them for their
task of leadership in prayer and ministry of the Word, by:

a. Paying the pastor and staff adequate salaries and benefits and reviewing them at
least annually as part of establishing the coming year’s operational budget. An
increase of at least the cost of living should be considered as a minimum, taking into
consideration any changes in law impacting Health Care coverage for your pastor and
staff. The church board secretary should send a report of any salary action taken to
the District Office.

b. Designating an amount in the proposed operating budget for the coming year to pay
the expenses of the pastor and spouse attending the General Assembly, General
Conference on Evangelism, PALCON, District Assembly, Camp Meeting, District
Leadership Retreat, and continuing education seminars, and other events where
attendance is expected. To assist in budgeting this expense, the church should set
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aside $500 or more annually. We encourage local churches to send full-time staff to
appropriate conferences and seminars in consultation with the senior pastor.

c. Establishing an accountable reimbursement plan for the pastors’ ministry-related
expenses. This would include professional journals and books, entertainment, travel
and lodging and other related items as allowed by tax law. All ministry expenses are
to be fully reimbursed when properly authorized and receipted according to IRS
guidelines.

d. Designating a certain amount of the pastors’ total compensation package(s) as
parsonage furnishing and housing allowance.

e. Reimbursing the pastors an amount equal to the required SECA (Social Security) tax.
This tax is assessed at 15.3 percent of the pastor’s salary and housing allowance/ fair
market rental value of the parsonage and should be paid at least quarterly. This
amount must be added to their IRS form W-2 as income. This pro rata share should
be paid to any pastor changing assignments during the calendar year.

f. Each church should consider paying the annual premium on term life and accident
insurance available through the Church of the Nazarene. Each church should also
consider providing disability insurance for their pastors and insurance on contents of
the parsonage as well.

g. Participating in the Church of the Nazarene’s Tax-Deferred Annuity Program for its
ministers is highly recommended. Every church should enroll their pastor in the tax-
deferred annuity program and at least match the general church contribution
annually.

h. Granting pastors and all full-time ministerial staff members a minimum of two weeks
paid vacation annually. Those who have accumulated from five to ten years of
salaried ministry in the Church of the Nazarene should be granted three weeks paid
vacation; those who have served 11 to 19 years, four weeks of paid vacation; and those
who have served the denomination 20 years or more, five weeks of paid vacation. This
vacation time should be exclusive of time spent at district and general church
meetings. Pastors are advised to use discretion and wisdom in the planning of their
vacation in order to best work with the church calendar.

1. Insisting that pastors observe at least one full work day as a weekly day off from all
ministerial responsibilities and quarterly, a three day break from ministerial duties.

j.  Observing Manual paragraph 129.10, which states, “In order to encourage a healthy
pastoral ministry and the lifelong learning of the pastor, the church board, in
consultation with the district superintendent, should provide a sabbatical leave for
the pastor following each seven consecutive year of service in one congregation.” We
recommend a minimum of sixty days paid sabbatical leave.

k. Encouraging the morale of the pastor/staff and augmenting the salary of each by
facilitating acts of kindness from the congregation, such as food donations and
observing pastor’s appreciation day on the second Sunday of October.

I. The local church give at least one week’s salary to the pastor and full-time associates
at Christmas each year.

5. An auditing committee be appointed in each local church in accordance with Manual
paragraph 129.23.

6. All fund allocations be paid in full annually and payments be made weekly or monthly
throughout the church year; payments to begin on May 1, 2020, with the final payment to
be made no later than May 15, 2021.
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7. The district journal shall be provided to each church in PDF (electronic) form. Local
churches may distribute PDF files and/or print as many copies as needed. (District
Journals, Manuals and Other Forms are currently made available at
http:/mazarene.org/Documentlibrary. Please contact the District Secretary or District
Office if you have difficulty obtaining them.)

8. Our people be encouraged in the stewardship of possessions as related to planned giving,
wills, annuities, and life loans on behalf of the local church, district camps, home missions,
world missions, and colleges. Each pastor should give careful attention to conduct an active
bequest program through the local church; for information write to Dr. Steve Seelig in care
of Point Loma Nazarene University or Jon Twitchell at the Church of the Nazarene
Foundation.

9. We recommend that the local church give careful consideration to paying evangelists, as a
minimum, twice the weekly salary and benefits of the pastor, plus travel expenses one way
and to remember those who served them during the year with a Christmas check of
appreciation.

Guidelines for Local Church Treasurers
The responsibilities of the local church treasurer include:

1. Preparing, in cooperation with the pastor and church board, an annual operating budget for
the local church.

2. Following the provisions of the 2017-2021 Manual paragraphs 129.21-129.23 in accounting

for all money received and disbursed by the local church.

Providing all financial records and books to the pastor immediately upon request.

Preparing a weekly report of all money received and a monthly report of all financial

transactions to the pastor and church board.

5. Promptly distributing all payments according to the time and purpose designated by the

order of the church board. All fund allocations are to be paid in full annually and payments

be made weekly or monthly throughout the church year.

Serving willingly as the local church treasurer according to Manual paragraph 136.

Ensuring designated funds are protected for that purpose.

8. Making sure the church board arrange for an annual auditing of all treasurer’s books,
according to Manual paragraph 129.23. An annual cash flow audit is expected, as is a full
outside audit at least every five years by personnel outside the local church.

9. Certifying that all money received by the church or auxiliaries is properly recorded and
reported. It is neither proper nor ethical to carry side accounts independent of the church
treasurer’s records.

10. Following the policy of never handling the physical offerings or money of the church but
work from the deposit receipt prepared by competent personnel who have counted the
offerings and deposited the money in the bank.

11.Submitting monthly reports to the district office, either using the “Funding the Mission”
website (https:/fundingthemission.org/) or using the spreadsheet provided by the District
Treasurer. This regular reporting enables the District Treasurer to prepare for adjustments
in district income and make decisions appropriately.

Items Related to District Interests
The District Finance Committee recommends that all district ministries and its extensions
should be considered a vital part of the local church outreach and fulfillment of the Great
Commission in the following manner:
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1. That those who travel for the district will be reimbursed at a rate of 50 cents per mile one
way. This includes the District Advisory Board, District Board of Church Properties, Bonita
Park Camp Board, District Board of Ministry, NMI, NYI, and SDMI councils, and all other
committees called by the district superintendent.

2. That the district treasurer pay the hospitalization insurance premium for the district
superintendent and family.

3. That the district treasurer pay the annual premium on the maximum term life, accidental
death and dismemberment, and long-term disability insurance provided through the
Church of the Nazarene for the district superintendent.

4. That the district furnish the district superintendent a car replacement allowance and any
operation and maintenance expense as determined by the District Advisory Board.

5. That the district superintendent annually be granted a five-week vacation with pay. A
report of vacation days used should be presented to the DAB on a quarterly basis.

6. That all district financial records, including those of Bonita Park and the Extension Fund,
be audited annually by an auditing firm or certified public accountant.

7. That all designated funds be kept in an interest bearing account or District Advisory Board
approved investments.

8. That the District Superintendent be granted two weeks annually to hold meetings off the
District. This will be in addition to his/her vacation time. Use of this provision should be
reported to the DAB.

Items Related to Fund Apportionments
1. That the Annual Pastor’s Report (APR), submitted online, shall be the guide for computing
all budgets. Funding the Mission allocations goals are 5.5% for the World Evangelism Fund
(WEF), 2.25% for Pensions and Benefits USA (P&B), 2.25% for Education, 6.0% for District
Budget, of the local church’s Total Income (line 30) less amounts given for WEF (line 31)
and Mission Specials (line 32). Churches will be considered in full support if these goals are
met in full.

WEF and P&B funds should be submitted at least monthly using the “Funding the Mission”
(FTM) website (https:/fundingthemission.org/) where possible. All other fund allocations are to be
sent monthly to the District Treasurer, Larry Fry, 3101 Mesa Verde Street, Roswell, NM 88201

2. That a unified District Budget will be distributed according to the following formula:

What We Are Becoming

What an incredible time in which we are living! There can be no doubt that the word “change” is
defining everything around us. 2020 has brought about change, adaptation, forced flexibility, and
reflection. I know that the events of this year have drawn each of us to a deeper level of prayer and
an examination of our expectations and what we consider “normal.” Are we looking to return to
normal?

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Investment in Mission

Africa Nazarene University:

Between family camp, private
donations, LEVEL Club funds, and district convention, our district raised $31,465 for ANU.
The team of 28 women, men, and children was set to be at ANU for the project in May.
Because of COVID-19, this project has been rescheduled. We will hopefully be able to make
this trip in spring of 2021.

Compassionate Ministry around our District

Mission: El Paso — Church and Renee Parish are doing amazing things in El Paso with
community gardening, clothing people, meeting needs after the E1 Paso Walmart shooting,
and many other areas.

Nueva Esperanza — Pastor Erika Hasenauer has an amazing multicultural ministry and
outreach in their community. They host weekly Bible studies, relational ministries, run a
thrift store, deliver meals and minister to their community.

Mission: Albuquerque — Pastor Patti Rivas has been coordinating with Pastor Chris Davis
to bring much needed relief supplies to the people living on the Reservations around Gallup
and Ramah. This effort has unified many churches and leaders who have contributed to
reaching out and loving our neighbors who were severely affected by the COVID-19
pandemic.

Local Churches — Many of our local churches have reached out to their communities
throughout the past year. From collecting blankets to feeding the hungry; Bible studies,
clothing distribution, face mask making, neighborhood outreach, recovery programs,
showers for the homeless, and cross-cultural events, NM District has been active this year
in being the hands and feet of Jesus to those around us.

The World Evangelism Fund is key to the mission of the Church of the Nazarene. This fund is
how we are able to keep missionaries on the field and follow the Great Commission in the world.
The WEF enables us to be faithful stewards of our resources and our call. It keeps us connected as
a Global Church and unites us as Nazarenes across the globe. This year our district fell a little
short of giving 100%. As a district we gave 97.28% of our WEF goal.

Greetings from Bonita Park! What a privilege it is to serve the New Mexico District through
the ministry of Bonita Park!

The reason Bonita Park exists is to provide a place where people can hear the still small voice
of God. The noise of the world can sometimes drown out the need for stillness, peace, a place to
come away from the daily stresses of life...maybe even a place to see more stars than you have
ever seen before. There were 561 lives reported changed at the camp this year and we trust
there were many more that we may never hear about.

Before the pandemic led to the closing of the camp in March, Bonita Park hosted 9,684 guests
for the fiscal year. We served those guests 56,071 meals and 100,000 cups of coffee. And those
coffees were just for Connor and Brenda after the pandemic started!

As with everyone else around the world, Bonita Park is currently living through some
unprecedented days. We were recently reflecting on how God has seen Bonita Park through
difficult times before, including World War II as well as the Little Bear Fire, and we are
trusting that He will carry us through these days, too.

While we have had more than $566,000 in group cancelations, God has been providing through
a PPP loan, expected insurance proceeds, and through generous donations. We have been so
humbled and blessed by these donations that many days the simple act of opening the mail
becomes a tear-soaked endeavor as you have poured out your love on Bonita Park. Thank you,
as always, for your ongoing support, especially during these difficult days.

It is truly the end of an era at Bonita Park. Our beloved Stan Yocom is retiring. Stan has served
at Bonita Park since 1998 as maintenance staff, Operations Director, and as Executive
Director. His legacy includes getting Bonita Park out of debt, sustaining the camp after the
Little Bear Fire, and the construction of the Events Center. Stan has always been willing to do
whatever it takes to serve God at Bonita Park. One of Connor’s favorite life quotes is when Stan
said, “I'd rather be poured out than rusted out from holding back.” May we all serve God with
such reckless abandon.

What a great celebration we all enjoyed last year at Family Camp as Bonita Park celebrated
80 years of camping ministry. One of many special moments was when we gathered up the hill
and rededicated the land for the construction of a new chapel and new dorm. We believe there
will be great days ahead as we continue to pray for the future of the camp and look to
Reclaiming the Mountain!

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HOSPICE CHAPLAIN

Dennis Durfee, Hospice Chaplain
Greetings in Jesus’ Name.

During this past assembly year, I have continued serving as a hospice chaplain for Kindred
Hospice in New Mexico covering Lea, Eddy, and Roosevelt Counties. Part of my hospice
responsibilities have included providing spiritual care and emotional support to terminal
patients and their families both pre and post death. 521 hospice visits were made, 26 grief
support group meetings were held, an average of 120 grief support letters were mailed each
month to bereaved patient families, and 6 funeral services were conducted for patient
families. Weekly interdisciplinary meetings were attended each week that included
Physicians and clinicians. Quite often, while at the office, I provided pastoral care and
emotional support to the hospice team members.

Along with my hospice duties, I was able to hold weekly church services at The Bee Hive
Assisted Living and Memory Care in Hobbs, NM. At times, residents and their family
members attended the church services.

Apart from my hospice duties, I also served a part-time ministry role at Northgate Free Will
Baptist Church of Hobbs, NM, where I preached 50 sermons, provided 42 Bible studies, and
occasionally substituted for the adult Sunday School class. I made pastoral visits to
parishioners both in homes as well as in hospitals. I served as chair of church business
meetings.

Between hospice and church ministry, some have accepted faith in Christ; while some have
been encouraged during one of the most crucial times of their lives.

Both of these areas are
the patient’s and family’s choice. As a Pastor/Chaplain, it breaks my heart when they refuse the
spiritual care of the Hospice Chaplain.

I see the role of the Chaplain as pointing these individuals to the One who desires to give His love,
compassion, comfort, and strength, especially as they cope with their life circumstances. It is my
prayer that I will be a reflection of His light in the midst of their darkness, despair, and
hopelessness. I pray that by the Holy Spirit, I will be a beacon of hope in their pain and
disillusionment.

During my visits with the patient and family, I endeavor to encourage them to utilize the full
Means of Grace to help them during this season. For me, this is fundamental to dealing with all of
life’s issues.

This past fiscal year, I have witnessed a decline in a belief and dependence on God as reflected in
my activity report. This past year I preached 10 times at Lovington Church and Roswell First
Church, conducted three funerals, I made 263 Chaplain visits, worked 1,308 hours both in the
office and out in the field, and traveled over 3,808 miles in Lea County. A part of the decline in
activity is due to some surgery and recovery that kept me from working for three months. Praise
the Lord for His healing touch!

One highlight this past year involved a group of ladies in a Memory Care Unit. One week I was
visiting a patient in that unit and a group of ladies were sitting at the table listening to a CD of
Alan Jackson’s recording of Hymns. Those precious ladies were singing every precious word right
along with him. All I could do was smile, cry, and praise the Lord. That indeed was a God moment!

Greetings to you as we attend our first virtual district convention. As we look back on our year, it has been filled
with wonders and challenges. After our School of the Prophets lessons and District Assembly last year, New Beginnings
felt led to make a few small changes to our activities. We started focusing more on prayer and began holding a last-
Wednesday-of-the-month prayer service devoted entirely to studying prayers in the Bible and praying around the altar.
The Tuesday morning ladies group started studying the prayers of Billy Graham and letting them teach us. The prayer
life in our church has changed from reciting empty words and focusing on physical healings or needs into truly talking
with the Lord.

We also felt that fellowship was needed, so we opened the church on Friday evenings for pizza and fellowship.

The children also receive a
letter, Bible story with activity sheets, snacks, and some kind of science experiment with a spiritual connection which
leads them to think about how God works in His ways around them.

Our services in general have changed quite a bit the past 2 months and as we enter into the sanctuary again very
soon, our board and members are preparing to “reinvent” our worship service in ways a few months ago we could not
have imagined. A few months ago, we had allowed our focus to be on trivial things that were not important for building
God'’s Kingdom, now we have a more missional focus. It’s amazing to see how the Lord is reviving His people. Please
pray for our church as we embark on our new journey.

1 praise God that our PAC pastors have the opportunity to report this year to our assembly. I've read their
reports and am amazed at how God is using each of our congregations to reach their local community in different
ways. We continue to stay connected, share resources, and work together for the mission of Christ in ways that distinct
local churches often do not seem to do. Our mother church, Sandia (which we call ABQ Central, to distinguish it from
our other congregations who still consider themselves connected to the mother church), has experienced new life this
year.

Compassionate ministries have always been central (no pun intended) to our ministries at ABQ Central
because of the immense need that is obvious all around us. However, we’ve made some changes this year, as we
noticed some of the individuals that we serve taking our ministries for granted and disrespecting the building and the
servants who care for them. While some churches might use this as an excuse to turn away from these vital ministries,
we began to brainstorm ways to return to our core vision of responsible compassion. Folks were choosing to “eat and
run’’ so Pastor James began sharing a devotional before the food is served on Sunday morning and we put together
meal boxes to serve in Wednesday night Bible Study in place of pre-church meal. Pastor James led our team to adjust
our Tuesday morning food bank format to be a more interactive co-op format with all of our visitors helping to sort
the food while developing community and using the Bible Study time to unite and train our volunteers in showing love
and practicing personal evangelism during the sorting time.

Our children’s ministry has thrived this year under the leadership of Pastor Ron and some new children’s
workers (Pastor James, TJ Brown, teen helpers Caitlyn Brown and Aryanna Yazzi, and others) and assisted by the
return of Pastor Bianca to her role as Family Ministries Pastor to provide leadership to both Children and Youth
ministries. We 've also begun to rebuild our Youth ministries after a very difficult year and transition of leaders, Pastor
Arthur has returned to his roots and is serving as our interim youth pastor, assisted greatly by Rebekah Landry. We
are very excited about what has begun and expect this to grow in the coming year. After several years of investment
in outreach in the communities where our PACs operate and focusing primarily on the homeless in our local
ministries, we have decided to be very intentional about finding new ways to connect with families. This included a
Great Harvest Festival in a small park up the street from our church which was received very well.

With Pastor Arthur’s new focus on youth, Michael Scott and Ebony Applebery have done an outstanding job
building our worship ministries and raising up new leaders, musicians, and singers to lead up to the throne of God in
worship.

Pray for us as we try to develop a new unity and continuity within the mother church congregation. In
addition to a few long-time Nazarenes in all age-groups, we have some young families, some speaking primarily
Swahili, some new single adults, and members of several different demographics. Many of these people either were
connected to people who have migrated to one of our PAC congregations or would have found greater connection to
us in the past through one of our talented staff or lay leaders who have now been sent out. Please pray that we would
find our new roles in connecting and developing unity in the congregation which almost feels, itself, like a church
plant. It is both our prayer and our vision for this year that our congregation unites as we reach new people in our
local community.

As we’ve been asked to do, I want to list some of the things we 've accomplished this past assembly year.

1. As part of our community outreach, we had two BBQs over the summer months, one on the 4" of July
and one on Labor Day. We provided hamburgers and hot dogs from our grill, plus other food and drinks
for children and adults. We engaged over 90 people through these two events. We provided a jump house
with a pool for the kids, which was a huge hit with them and their parents. On the 4" of July, many stayed
after dark to watch fireworks from our property which has a great view of the Rio Grande Valley.

2. As part of improving our visibility, we established a website and also began recording services and
putting them on our Facebook page. Next week, we will finally stream our service live.

3. Due to the faithfulness of our people, we were able to give away over $2,000 in community aid and
compassionate ministry, give 81,000 to Mission El Paso, and pay all budgets in full, even while spending
nearly a tenth of our annual income on water line repair and other unexpected costs.

Also, we have some prayer requests. Two of these are as follows:

1. To improve and expand our online reach. Research shows many people, especially younger ones, will
not consider attending a church if they can’t watch a service online. We want to put a quality product
online which mirrors what we 're doing in person, with quality video and audio.

2. We want to expand our ministries to the many young adults in our neighborhood with children, as well
as a fair number of single young adults.

Our goal: to remodel our building to fit the type of ministry we want to do, doing a total refit of the platform to improve
online efforts and live services, and adding dividers in the fellowship hall to create teaching and small group spaces
for children and adults.

Every day at Nueva Esperanza (New Hope) we celebrate the gift of life, love
and having a family in Christ regardless of our cultural backgrounds, color of skin or
personal circumstances. Nueva continues to be a highly diverse and inclusive
compassionate ministry center. Every person has a name, and a story. Our Wednesday get-
together is always bilingual.

Intentionality. Every day brings a daily chance to touch someone with God’s love and show
them the way to heaven no matter what is going on; giving food out, sharing a warm meal
together, sorting hauling or working on donations at the thrift store, having fellowship with
one another, praying together, reading God’s Word or listening to a short sermon. It is the
right time and place to share Christ and confront them with the question of salvation. Our small multipurpose back room
becomes a sanctuary and prayer room on Wednesdays. We have 12 people average, and more on special occasions.
Individuals keep turning to God for help in their distress; their broken hearts are affirmed that the God of heaven and of
second chances still cares for them. Single Latino moms are encouraged to continue forward as Jesus walks along their
side.

He quietly sat around our “church” room seemingly
sleepy. He was high on something, but we did not want to kick him out. I had no idea if he was actually listening. He left
at the end without saying a word. We had not seen him often. We had heard he went to jail. Surprisingly, he later came
to our Thanksgiving celebration looking great, completely clean, and with a big smile on his face. He gave us a beautiful
drawing he made while in prison. He said with authenticity, “Thank you for helping me and
reminding me God has not given up on me.” He had surrendered to Christ there. Praise God! No
matter what happen next, we are assured we will see him in heaven. There are many “Jasons”
coming to our doors, high-risk individuals who we may not see again, yet hopefully we will see
them in heaven.

We are also thankful for each volunteer and worker God has sent us, including some amazing,
passionate, resilient, hardworking people from Heights First Church, like Eileen and Jolene. Not
to mention our right-hand at the shop, Ruth Hasenauer, and other volunteers from Bernalillo,
Margarita who is diabetic. Some of them have serious health issues and limitations yet that does

not stop them in any way! For that, we are deeply thankful!

Dawn Davis here, campus pastor of Vista
Grande Community Church of the Nazarene. I
thank God Almighty for the privilege and honor to
share with you what God has been doing here in the
northeast heights of Albuquerque. I would like to
share a few memories of pride where God has
placed His hand upon us. Our seasoned church
members have known for years how to plan,
organize, and implement outreach events for
communities. Therefore, when Thanksgiving came around this past year, they were ready and willing to serve
and love on the community with a Thanksgiving Dinner. However, this year, our Lord wanted to do a new thing.
He was leading us to step aside and allow the Apartment Complex to put on a Thanksgiving Dinner. This seemed
very strange and uncomfortable to us. We were used to taking charge and making things happen. However, God
made it clear that, as His people, we were to simply come alongside and offer assistance and, if welcomed,
proceed. Vista Grande Community Church resides within an apartment complex where there are 98 units that
range from one- to four-bedroom apartments. When people come to this apartment complex, they are looking for
a place to call home. They are not looking for a place of worship or wanting Christians to come invade their space.
There is an African story about elephants. When a family of elephants come to a water hole and there is already
another family of elephants in the hole, the new arrivals do not just charge into the water hole. The dominate
elephant of the newly arrived herd steps into the hole backwards with his backside exposed which is the most
vulnerable position to be in. He slowly walks backward into the water hole asking for permission from the
dominate male of the existing elephant herd. The new herd is not welcomed into the water unless the dominate
elephant of the existing herd taps the newcomer on the rump with his trunk. If, or once this has happened, then
and only then are the newcomers welcomed to get into the water. Our act of obedience by not evading has caused
us to have continued favor with the community. This event caused one of our members to come back into the
body of believers where she has been tithing and staying faithful to God as she stays faithful to the body of
believers. In February of this year, I had the privilege of baptizing a mother of five and bring into membership
her and her fiancé. They have been walking with Christ and have been faithful in worship and Bible study ever
since. Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, we have not been able to gather as a church, however, it has not
prevented God from continuing to grow us. Because we have not been able to work, we have had more time to
really get into discipleship. We are growing and learning and being God’s people. We are praying that God
continues to give us favor with the owners and residents of the complex. My hope and prayer is that we continue
to grow in number by multiplying our fellowship of believers as we mature in Christ. I think of you, the
congregations around the state of New Mexico, often and pray for you regularly. I look forward to reading how
God has been moving within the New Mexico District. I am excited to join with you in continuing to be led by
Jesus Christ in the coming year!
