 Dr.   Crocker   Presides   Over   108 th    Assembly   
  

Dr.  Gustavo  A.  Crocker  was  elected  the  41 st  general  superintendent  of             
the  Church  of  the  Nazarene  at  the  28 th  General  Assembly  in             
Indianapolis,   Indiana,   in   June   2013.   
  

Prior  to  his  election,  Crocker  had  served  as  Eurasia  regional  director             
since  2004.  Previously,  he  was  senior  vice-president  for  programs  at            
World  Relief  Corporation.  Gustavo  joined  World  Relief  after  serving           
as  director  of  field  management  for  Compassion  International.  Other           
ministry  included  several  years  as  administrative  director  of  Nazarene           
Compassionate  Ministries  International  in  Kansas  City,  Missouri,  and          
three  years  as  regional  coordinator  of  Nazarene  Compassionate          
Ministries   out   of   Quito,   Ecuador.   
  

A  Guatemalan  by  birth,  Dr.  Crocker  was  ordained  as  an  elder  in  the               
Church  of  the  Nazarene  on  the  Mid-Atlantic  District.  He  is  a  licensed              
architect  with  a  master’s  degree  in  community  planning  from  the            
University  of  Cincinnati,  where  he  attended  as  a  Fulbright  Scholar.  As             
a  Latin  American  Leadership  Scholar,  he  earned  a  Ph.D.  in            

organizational  leadership  at  Regent  University.  In  2014,  Olivet  Nazarene  University  honored  him  with  a  Doctor                 
of   Divinity   degree   for   his   contribution   to   the   development   of   the   global   church.   
  

Dr.  Crocker  has  taught  in  various  universities  of  Latin  America,  Europe,  and  the  United  States.  He  has  also  been                     
a  guest  lecturer  at  several  seminaries,  colleges,  and  universities  in  the  United  States,  Latin  America,  and                  
Europe.  Proficient  in  several  languages,  Dr.  Crocker  has  authored  several  books  and  articles  in  Spanish  and                  
English,   and   his   writings   have   been   translated   into   more   than   20   languages.   
  

Dr.   Crocker   and   his   wife,   Rachel,   have   two   grown   daughters,   Raquel   and   Beth.

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 DISTRICT   SUPERINTENDENT’S   REPORT   
   

Dr.   Larry   Lacher,   District   Superintendent   
  

Many  years  ago,  I  spent  a  summer  travelling  around  the  country  running  sound  for  a  travelling                  
singing  group  called  Discovery  which  was  sponsored  by  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene.  It  was  a                  
summer  of  adventure  as  we  travelled  the  country  in  two  sky  blue  fifteen-passenger  vans  pulling                 
an  equipment  trailer  doing  concerts  in  camps,  churches,  city  plazas,  and  even  NYI  Convention.                
I  have  no  idea  how  many  miles  we  travelled  that  summer,  but  we  literally  travelled  from  coast                   
to   coast   and   corner   to   corner   around   the   USA.  
  

On  one  particularly  difficult  day  of  travelling,  I  was  driving  one  of  the  vans.  Frankly,  I  did  not                    
even  know  where  we  were.  I  just  knew  we  were  trying  to  get  from  North  Carolina  to                   
Pennsylvania  somewhere.  Well,  we  ran  into  the  worst  road  construction  I  think  I  have  ever  run                  
into.  The  interstate  highway  we  were  on  suddenly  slowed  down  to  a  one  lane  road,  then  to  a  dirt                     
road,  twisting  through  the  mountains.  “Where  in  the  world  are  we,”  was  the  question  on                 
everyone’s  mind.  Finally,  the  construction  came  to  an  end  after  about  two  hours  of  twists,  stops,                  
and  dust,  and  we  pulled  off  at  a  gas  station  to  get  gas  and  to  use  the  facilities.  It  was  there  that                        
our  journey  became  clear  to  us.  As  we  walked  into  the  gas  station,  there  in  the  window  hung  the                     
t-shirt   that   explained   it   all.   It   said,   “I   survived   the   West-Virginia   Turnpike.”   
  

Some  of  you  here  probably  have  a  t-shirt  that  says,  “I  survived  NYC  1995”  where  the                  
temperature  in  Phoenix  soared  to  120  degrees  in  the  shade  and  there  was  no  shade.  Personally,  I                   
had  to  suffer  in  Switzerland  for  my  International  Institute  in  1974.  I  had  to  wear  a  coat  half  the                     
time.   You   can   go   ahead   and   be   jealous!   
  

In  many  ways  today,  it  would  feel  right  to  hand  out  “I  survived  COVID-19”  t-shirts  to  everyone                   
here.  The  problem  is,  that’s  not  funny,  since  most  of  us  know  someone  who  did  not  survive                   
COVID-19.  I  would  not  for  a  moment  want  to  minimize  the  losses  that  this  year  has  brought  to                    
our   lives   and   our   churches.   
  

And  we  have  lost  three  of  our  own  -  not  to  COVID.  However,  we  have  suffered  the  loss  of  three                      
great  leaders  in  Len  Marjerison,  Darrel  Tennefos,  and  Paul  Baker,  three  of  our  great  servants  of                  
the   church   on   the   district,   adding   insult   to   injury.   
  

Would  it  be  ok,  however,  at  this  juncture  to  say,  “The  church  survived  COVID-19,”  or  even,                  
“the  New  Mexico  District  survived  COVID-19,”  or,  even  better,  “The  churches  of  the  New               
Mexico   District   found   ways   to   thrive   through   COVID-19.”   
  

Psalm   92:     
12 The   righteous    thrive    like   a   palm   tree     
and   grow   like   a   cedar   tree   in   Lebanon.     
13 Planted   in   the   house   of   the   Lord,     
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they    thrive    in   the   courts   of   our   God.

So,   what   are   some   of   the   ways   our   churches   found   to    thrive    this   year?   
  

Bonita   Park   
You  will  hear  more  from  Connor  and  Brenda  in  their  report  from  Bonita  Park  and  I  do  not  want                     
to  steal  their  thunder,  but  I  do  want  to  say  how  proud  I  am  of  the  way  they  have  led  that                       
ministry  through  these  difficult  days.  Not  only  were  they  able  to  navigate  the  waters  of  both                  
PPP  loans,  the  state  grant,  and  individual  contributions,  which  provided  virtually  the  only               
income  we  had  this  year,  they  were  able  to  leverage  what  funds  and  resources  we  had  to  use  the                     
down  time  to  make  multiple  improvements  to  the  infrastructure  of  the  camp  so  that  we  emerged                  
from  the  shut-down  stronger  than  ever  and  ready  for  business.  I  am  proud  to  say  that  people                   
love  Bonita  Park.  During  and  because  of  COVID,  we  received  a  whopping  $139,542  given  by                 
50  donors  including  2  NM  district  churches,  which  gave  nearly  $34,000  for  operations,  and  4                 
non-Nazarene  churches,  which  contributed  over  $25,000  for  operations.  Most  recently,  one  of              
our  non-Nazarene  donors  sent  a  $90,000  check  because  he  sensed  in  his  heart  that  we  probably                  
weren’t   completely   financially   whole   after   such   a   devastating   year.   
  

The   District   
The  district  actually  reduced  some  spending  this  year  because  we  were  forced  to  have  many  of                  
our  regular  meetings  via  Zoom.  I  also  was  prevented  from  traveling  to  a  number  of  meetings                  
that  I  am  normally  required  to  travel  to  around  the  country  such  as  Point  Loma,  District                  
Superintendent  Conferences,  General  Church  Meetings,  etc.  And,  while  I  was  still  present              
physically  in  thirty-five  of  our  churches,  some  multiple  times,  and  I  traveled  30,000  miles  on                 
the  district,  my  ability  to  be  out  and  about  on  the  district  was  curtailed  somewhat.  As  a  result,                    
the  district  spent  less  money  this  year.  For  me,  this  job  has  given  me  a  front  row  seat  to  all  that                       
God   is   doing   on   this   district   and   all   I   can   say   is   that   you   people   are   amazing!   
  

We  had  budgeted  to  bring  in  $30,000  less  from  churches  as  well  this  year,  and  it  looks  like  we                     
will  hit  our  target,  even  with  reduction  in  church  income  due  to  COVID-19.  Actually,  we  came                  
in  quite  a  bit  over  what  we  had  budgeted,  ending  the  year  with  an  income  of  nearly  $140,000.                    
Please  congratulate  yourselves.  We  also  received  a  $10,000  special  offering  from  Rio              
Communities  Lighthouse  when  they  sold  their  gymnasium  building.  That,  coupled  with  savings              
in  the  budget  last  year,  and  $15,000  from  the  district’s  PPP  loan,  and  the  sale  of  the  Prayer                    
Mobile,  means  that  we  have  been  able  to  restore  over  $79,000  this  year  of  the  designated  funds                   
balance  which  was  in  arrears  for  over  $120,000  when  I  came  into  this  job  two  years  ago  getting                    
us  to  a  place  where  we  have  restored  virtually  all  fund  balances  in  all  accounts.  Larry  Fry  will                    
talk  more  about  this  in  his  report.  These  fund  balances  are  being  secured  in  a  separate  savings                   
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account  so  that  they  cannot  be  intermingled  with  working  capital,  thereby  making  sure  it  is                 
there  when  we  need  it  for  the  projects  and  purposes  for  which  they  have  been  set  aside.  I  want                     
to  thank  you  for  your  faithfulness  during  these  difficult  days.  As  of  today,  23  of  34  churches                   
have  paid  their  district  budgets  in  full  and  33  of  34  churches  have  made  an  effort  to  pay                    
something   on   their   district   budgets.   
  

Would  you  congratulate  with  me  all  these  churches,  who  in  a  very  difficult  year,  were  able  to                   
rise  to  the  challenge  to  make  sure  that  all  their  missional  apportionments  were  paid  in  full  -                   
District,   Pensions,   Education,   and   World   Evangelism   Fund:

THANK  YOU  for  your  faithfulness  in  a  difficult  year.  There  were  many  others  who  were  close                  
and  may  have,  in  fact,  made  the  “paid  in  full”  category,  but  we  were  missing  some  income                   
numbers  or  something  in  order  to  complete  your  report.  What  amazes  me  is  how  faithful                 
virtually   all   our   churches   were   in   a   year   in   which   you   might   have   had   a   good   excuse   not   to   be.   
  

We  had  also  dwindled  our  Nazarene  Foundation  Account  down  to  about  $5,000.  Currently,  that               
account  stands  at  $26,707.33.  It  is  not  a  vast  improvement,  but  it  is  an  improvement.  We  are                   
moving   in   the   right   direction.   We   win    together    as   a   team.   
  

While  the  financial  well-being  of  our  district  is  important,  you  have  helped  me  dig  us  out  of  a                    
deep  hole  over  these  past  two  years,  and  we  have  every  reason  to  celebrate  that.  The  critical                   
number  to  celebrate,  especially  in  this  past  year,  is  the  fact  that  we  have  reported  236  people                  
brought  into  the  Kingdom  through  conversion  to  Christ  in  a  year  when  we  were  told  to  shut  the                    
church  down.  Thirty-two  of  our  churches  reported  that  someone  was  led  to  faith  in  Christ                 
through  their  ministry  this  year.  Praise  the  Lord.  Leading  the  way  was  Pastor  David  West  of                  
Crossroads  Church  in  Farmington,  reporting  55  new  Christians.  If  you  have  never  been  there  for                 
their  Super  Sunday,  it  is  a  sight  to  behold.  Next  in  line  was  Graciela  Ramos  Chavez  of  Pajarito                    
Mesa  Church  in  Albuquerque  who  reported  40  new  Christians.  I  don’t  know  for  sure,  but  I                  
suspect  most  of  those  were  people  that  her  husband,  Antonio,  led  to  the  Lord  in  jail.  After  that                    
we  celebrate  the  25  led  to  Jesus  through  the  ministry  of  Living  Stones  Community  in  Clovis  and                   
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the  20  led  to  the  Lord  through  our  African  church,  Revival  and  Compassion  Ministries.  While                 
the  budgets  pay  the  bills,  it’s  the  souls  that  pay  the  dividends.  Congratulations  to  all  of  you  who                    
brought   in   the   harvest   during   this   difficult   year.   
  

One  of  the  things  I  love  about  being  District  Superintendent  is  that  I  get  to  drive  around  the                    
district  and  visit  the  churches  that  are  doing  so  many  amazing  and  creative  things  to  expand  the                   
Kingdom.  This  year,  I  Zoomed  around  the  district  as  well,  having  had  more  Zoom  meetings                 
with  more  people  than  I  can  possibly  recount.  One  of  the  particularly  enjoyable  Zoom  sessions                
was  with  Silver  City  Mountain  View  Church.  Brother  Earseye  Ross  asked  if  I  would  do  a  Zoom                   
membership  class  for  him,  since  he  still  didn’t  feel  comfortable  with  all  the  material  and  he                  
needed  to  take  in  some  new  members  quickly  -  his  treasurer  was  moving  to  Florida.  Well,  we                   
made  it  happen  one  Saturday,  and  you  will  see  by  his  report  that  the  membership  of  his  church                    
has  doubled  this  year.  What  won’t  show  up  until  next  year  are  the  five  baptisms  that  he  had  on                     
June  12.  He  invited  me  to  come  be  a  part  of  that  service,  but  I  had  a  previous  commitment.                     
What  I  can  say  is  that  since  we  made  a  Nazarene  out  of  that  man,  there’s  been  a  whole  lot  of                       
shakin’   going   on   in   Silver   City.   
  

The  district  is  not  our  only  responsibility,  however.  We  are  part  of  a  global  network  of  churches.                   
I  am  proud  to  represent  the  New  Mexico  District  as  a  trustee  to  Point  Loma  Nazarene                  
University.  I  can  say,  without  fear  of  contradiction,  that  PLNU  is  our  school.  It  is  a  place  that                    
works  for  us  each  and  every  day,  seeking  to  provide  resources  to  strengthen  local  churches  in                  
New  Mexico  by  equipping  pastors,  students,  and  churches  to  serve  Christ  and  the  Kingdom                
during  challenging  days  in  a  way  that  is  faithful  to  scripture  and  our  Wesleyan  Holiness                 
heritage.  I  can  assure  you  that  each  and  every  dollar  you  send  in  your  educational  budget  is                   
spent  to  enable  Nazarene  students  to  attend  Point  Loma  Nazarene  University.  So,  send  in  your                 
educational  budget,  definitely.  Also,  send  your  students  there;  enable  your  pastors  to  go  there                
for   days   of   learning   and   refreshing;   and   do   your   Master’s   degree   there.   You   won’t   be   sorry.   
  

Nicole  has  already  talked  to  you  about  the  importance  of  the  World  Evangelism  Fund.  Let  me                  
just  reiterate  here.  We  are  a  global  church.  In  fact,  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene  is  a  uniquely                    
global  church.  That  is  true,  mostly  because  you  have  been  consistently  faithful  throughout  the                
years  to  invest  in  the  World  Evangelism  Fund.  Only  heaven  can  calculate  the  way  the  world  has                   
changed  because  of  the  faithful  dollars  given  to  missions  by  US  Nazarenes.  Let’s  not  slow  down                  
now.   We   are   winning.   Let’s   press   the   advantage.     
  

Church   Planting   
In  the  midst  of  this  crazy  year,  Tammie  Summers  approached  me  and  said  that  she  was  feeling                   
that  God  was  calling  her  to  plant  a  church  in  Bloomfield,  New  Mexico.  I  thought  that  was                   
interesting  because  I  had  been  thinking  about  Bloomfield  ever  since  I  first  went  into  San  Juan                  
County  and  Ken  Weisheit  and  I  talked  about  this  burden  to  have  a  church  in  Bloomfield.  In  fact,                    
as  I  looked  at  San  Juan  County,  I  began  to  dream  about  at  least  five  churches  in  the  county.  Still,                      
I  tried  to  push  her  off  -  you  know,  COVID  and  San  Juan  County  being  one  of  the  worst  counties                      
in  the  state  in  terms  of  the  infection  rate.  Well,  she  kept  pushing  and  the  Crossroads  Church  said                    
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they  were  willing  to  offer  some  families  and  their  money  (unheard  of  when  you  are  suffering                  
financial  cutbacks  in  a  community).  Still  Dave  is  Kingdom-minded  and  willing  to  do  whatever                
it   takes,   so   we   began   to   plan   a   Church   Planting   Training   event   for   the   Bloomfield   Group.   
  

Well,  by  the  time  we  had  organized  it,  Pete,  being  Pete,  had  three  more  groups  that  might  be                    
interested  in  starting  churches  in  the  Albuquerque  area  (after  all,  we  need  forty  churches  in  the                  
five-county  area  around  Albuquerque)  and  Rick  Hutchison  decided  that  he  might  jump  in  with                
two  new  ones  of  his  own  in  the  Angus  area,  plus  the  one  that  he  already  had  going  in                     
Albuquerque,  and  the  next  thing  you  know,  we  have  Vision  Action  Plans  for  one  church  in                  
Bloomfield,  one  in  Edgewood,  one  teen  church  in  Albuquerque,  one  House  Church  in               
Albuquerque,  one  House  Church  in  Angus,  and  dreams  of  one  in  Capitan,  and,  oh  yeah,  Sandia                  
Valley  is  working  on  a  Spanish  church,  El  Paso  Imagine  will  open  in  August,  Rio  Communities                  
wants  to  start  a  work  in  Belen,  and  there’s  196,000  people  in  Rio  Rancho  and  we  have  yet  to                     
establish   one   church   there.   
  

Here’s  my  vision:  Forty  churches  in  the  five-county  area  around  Albuquerque,  forty  churches  in                
Texas,  starting  in  El  Paso  and  following  the  Rio  Grande  south,  and  forty  churches  in  the  rest  of                    
the  state.  Many  of  the  new  ones  will  be  Spanish-speaking.  I  also  want  to  create  some                  
cooperative  networking  with  SW  Latin  and  SW  Native  Districts  to  enhance  the  Kingdom               
impact  of  all  three  districts  as  they  overlap  on  the  NM  District.  We  have  several  of  our  churches                    
that   host   churches   for   the   SW   Latin   District   in   their   buildings.   Portales   may   be   the   next.   
  

Toward  that  end,  I  am  proposing  a  realignment  of  our  Mission  Areas  (what  used  to  be  called                   
zones  years  ago).  One  thing  we  must  do  as  a  district  is  to  get  back  on  the  offensive  for  the                      
Kingdom  of  God.  As  an  attachment  to  this  report  and  in  the  district  journal,  you  will  see  our                    
new  Mission  Area  alignment  with  their  mission  area  pastors  and  the  job  descriptions  of  the                 
MAPs.  Don’t  turn  there  now.  When  you  have  time  to  look  at  it,  you  will  see  that  we  are                     
thinking  differently  about  the  church,  the  district,  and  the  Kingdom  as  we  move  forward  from                 
this  point.  I  am  energized  as  I  have  been  having  conversations  with  the  District  Advisory  Board                  
and  the  Mission  Areas  as  we  have  been  envisioning  how  we  will  begin  to  thrive  again  as  a                    
district.   
  

Let  me  tell  you  something  about  the  church  I  grew  up  in  and  the  church  I  was  trained  to  lead.  In                       
those  days,  pastors  were  given  churches  to  lead,  and  we  all  competed  to  see  who  could  grow  the                    
biggest  churches.  I  grew  up  in  the  days  of  Sunday  School  contests,  “fill  a  pew  Sundays,”  and                   
other  gimmicks  to  get  folks  in  the  building.  I  took  my  first  ride  in  an  airplane  because  I  brought                     
the  most  people  to  church  (the  Post  family)  during  a  bus  contest.  Funny  thing  was,  I  didn’t  even                    
know  they  had  come  until  it  was  announced  that  I  had  won.  I  remember  when  Sunday  School                   
classes  competed  against  each  other  to  see  which  one  could  grow  the  most.  I  also  remember                  
when  Church  A  competed  against  Church  B  or  Zone  A  competed  against  Zone  B  to  see  which                   
one   could   grow   the   most   over   the   quarter.     
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Now,  while  I’m  sure  these  contests  and  things  got  people  to  church  and  many  even  got  people                   
to  heaven  (by  all  means  win  some,  right),  in  the  end  they  created  a  certain  pathology  that  was                    
unhealthy.  It  created  a  spirit  of  competition  between  churches  in  which  churches  would  not                
cooperate  with  each  other;  but,  rather,  would  rejoice  when  other  churches  failed,  especially  if                
our  own  churches  were  succeeding.  As  pastors,  dare  I  say,  we  were  tempted  to  get  into  the                   
business  of  building  our  own  personal  kingdoms  instead  of  building  the  Kingdom  of  God.  We                 
were  filled  with  envy  when  our  brothers  and  sisters  were  seeing  good  days  and  harbored                 
jealousy  in  our  hearts  when  “less  worthy”  people  got  “better  assignments”  that  we  felt  we  were                  
more   qualified   for.   
  

Friends,  that  has  to  change.  We  have  to  have  a  change  of  heart,  attitude,  and  purpose.  We  must                    
think  of  the  New  Mexico  District  as  One  Rope,  Many  Hands.  We  are  One  Church.  We  are  just                    
touching  it  in  different  places.  It  is  not  your  church,  my  church.  It  is  God’s  church  -  “One  Lord,                     
One  Faith,  One  Baptism.  One  God  and  Savior  of  us  all.”  One  rope.  We  are  all  pulling  on  the                     
same   rope   -   just   at   different   locations.   
  

Right  now,  we  have  the  following  churches  in  development  on  the  New  Mexico  District  -  that                  
is,   they   are   registered   churches,   but   not   yet   fully   organized:

There  are  at  least  three  or  four  others  in  the  developmental  stage  and  several  more  in  the  dream                    
stage,  from  San  Juan  County  to  El  Paso  County.  Therefore,  let’s  communicate  better,  love  each                 
other  deeper,  and  have  a  common  strategy  so  that  we  can  all  be  pulling  in  the  same  direction.                    
Then,  when  anyone  wins,  we  all  win,  and  when  anyone  struggles,  there  are  those  who  are                  
nearby  to  help  them  up.  The  plan  and  purpose  is  simple,  however  –  pray  sincerely,  love  deeply,                   
and   build   the   kingdom   strategically.   
  

We  did  vote  to  close  Holiday  Park  Church  this  year.  After  many  years  of  hard  labor,  those  who                    
were  a  part  of  that  church  simply  felt  that  they  could  not  continue.  However,  we  did  not  sell  the                     
building.  I  have  worshipped  twice  this  year  with  the  African  Church  Revival  and  Compassion                
Ministries  Church  of  the  Nazarene  in  the  building  and  125  African  Nazarenes  who  were                
worshipping  with  the  joy  that  only  Africans  do.  And,  with  the  help  of  the  Sandia  Church,  that                   
building  has  become  a  Neighborhood  Resource  Center  out  of  which  new  ministries  are               
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beginning  to  spring  up,  giving  us  opportunity  to  continue  to  minister  out  of  the  investment  that                  
has   been   made   over   the   years   at   that   location.   
  

Speaking  of  building  the  Kingdom  strategically,  we  have  neglected  the  Texas  part  of  our  district                 
for  far  too  long.  I  was  shocked  to  return  to  New  Mexico  and  to  see  the  growth  in  the  city  of  El                        
Paso  while  our  churches  were  fading  away.  Not  counting  the  city  of  Juarez,  the  El  Paso                  
Metropolitan  area  is  right  at  900,000  people.  That  means  that  the  part  of  Texas  that  is  on  the                    
New  Mexico  District  comprises  1/5  of  the  district’s  land  mass  and  over  1/3  of  its  population.                 
Yet,  we  have  only  five  churches  in  Texas.  There  was  a  time  when  the  Texas  part  of  the  New                     
Mexico   District   was   the   strongest   part   of   the   district,   numerically   and   financially.   
  

As  we  have  been  dreaming  about  changing  that  situation,  God  sent  us  Chuck  and  Renee  Parish.                  
Chuck  was  appointed  as  our  director  of  Mission  El  Paso  and  the  Parishes  took  over  the  Nuevo                   
Amanacer  Church  and  a  New  Church  Start  and  began  rebuilding  it  and  the  other  church  in  El                   
Paso.  Nuevo  became   Imagine  church  and  has  begun  making  inroads  in  their  community  toward                
an  opening,  probably  in  August.  Additionally,  Chuck  and  Renee  have  been  working  to  rebuild                
trust,  friendship,  prayer,  and  love  among  the  pastors  in  our  churches  in  El  Paso  as  well  as  with                    
our   missionaries   working   with   the   Border   Initiative.   
  

I  can  say  that  the  atmosphere  of  the  body  in  El  Paso  today  is  much  different  than  it  was  when  I                       
first  visited  two  years  ago.  Yet,  what  we  have  is  just  a  good  beginning.  My  vision  for  the  district                     
has  been  that  we  establish  forty  churches  in  Texas.  Accomplishing  that  goal  will  require  more                 
than  just  feeling  good  about  each  other.  Therefore,  today  I  am  prepared  to  announce  phase  two                  
of  our  plan  for  Texas  which  I  am  calling  “Thrust  to  Texas,”  or  T3,  for  short.  Our  plan  involves                     
moving  a  church  planting  missionary  into  El  Paso.  That  missionary  will  have  the  specific                
assignment  of  planting  churches  in  Texas,  beginning  in  El  Paso  and  marching  down  the  Rio                 
Grande,  while  continuing  to  facilitate  the  launching  of  our  churches  throughout  the  New               
Mexico   portion   of   our   district,   working   especially   with   our   Mission   Area   Pastors   to   do   so.   
  

Mission   Intent   
Your  assembly  handbook  is  filled  with  pastors’  written  reports  of  ways  in  which  God  has  been                  
working  in  their  churches  this  year.  We  will  not  take  time  to  have  each  pastor  verbalize  his  or                    
her   report   this   year,   but   I   want   to   take   time   to   highlight   some   of   the   things   that   I   have   seen.   
  

First  of  all,  in  no  case  did  our  churches  just  hunker  down  this  year  and  try  to  survive  somehow.                     
Each  and  every  church  on  the  district  understood  that  it  had  a  mission  to  fulfill  and  the  gates  of                     
COVID  would  not  prevail  against  it.  In  general,  our  churches  all  learned  to  become  digitally                 
present  in  some  form  or  fashion.  It  was  wonderful  to  see  Facebook  become  a  tool  for  the                   
Gospel.  There  were  Sundays  when  Facebook  seemed  to  be  overwhelmed  by  so  many  church                
streams   that   it   could   not   handle   them   all.   
  

YouTube  became  GodTube.  Cell  phones  became  broadcast  devices,  websites  became  broadcast             
stations,  and  parking  lots  filled  with  flashing  lights  and  honked  “amens.”  Semi  beds  became                
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band  stands,  and  hay  bales  became  platform  chairs  as  pastors  became  masked  avengers  of  the                 
Gospel  and  children’s  directors  Zoomed  into  children’s  homes  five  days  a  week.  For  a  time                 
there,  I  was  attending  six  services  on  Sunday,  beginning  with  my  children’s  churches  in  Indiana                 
and  Illinois  and  ending  with  three  different  services  here  on  the  district.  If  I  missed  one,  I  could                    
always   go   back   and   catch   the   YouTube   feed   later.   
  

Besides  Sunday  services,  we  have  Zoomed  Bible  studies,  watched  Facebook  devotionals,             
Wednesday  night  web  services,  and  YouTube  services  of  every  kind,  from  living  room  chats  to                 
choral   presentations.   
  

Many  of  our  churches  continued  to  find  ways  to  operate  their  ministries  of  compassion  in                 
socially-distanced  ways.  Our  NMI  and  Sandia  Valley  took  food  and  water  out  to  the                
reservations  around  Albuquerque  while  Chris  Davis  continued  to  take  food,  wood,  water,  and               
supplies  to  the  reservations  around  Gallup  with  the  funding,  mostly  of  Bethany  First  Church.                
She  even  found  a  way  to  reopen  the  Grants  work  since  she  had  so  much  spare  time  on  her                     
hands.  Carlsbad  Church  Street  opened  their  new  compassionate  ministry  center  called  The              
Blessing.  I  had  the  opportunity  to  dedicate  that  facility  and  about  8  babies  in  December  as  old                   
First   Church   was   reformed   into   a   new   kind   of   ministry   for   that   community.   
  

As  you  read  through  the  reports  in  the  Handbook,  you  will  see  that  most  of  our  churches  have                    
formed  some  sort  of  ministry  of  compassion  to  their  community  out  of  which  they  became                 
Jesus  to  the  least,  the  last,  and  the  lost  at  the  margins.  I  wish  I  had  time  for  all  the  stories.  They                        
are  in  the  book  –  take  a  look.  If  you  have  a  CMC  in  or  through  your  church,  would  you  please                       
stand…   
  

We  had  drive-in  votes  for  two  new  pastors.  I’m  still  deciding  if  Tim  Tharp  and  Chris  Tiner  are                    
legit.  I  know  that  those  two  and  Nate  Bienhoff  are  still  waiting  for  their  “welcome  to  our  church                    
potluck.”  I’m  sure  they  still  don’t  recognize  half  their  congregations  except  for  their  eyes.  It  has                  
been  difficult  for  all  our  pastors  to  have  to  stay  out  of  the  hospitals,  funeral  homes,  and  the                    
homes  of  the  dying  and  ill.  We  have  done  ministry  gagged  and  with  both  hands  tied  behind  our                    
backs.   
  

Almost  every  one  of  our  churches  reported  that  they  were  reaching  people  remotely  that  they                 
had  not  seen  in  years  or  that  they  were  reaching  people  who  had  moved  away,  or  even  that  they                     
were  reaching  people  in  other  countries.  Tularosa  reported  that  they  were  reaching  forty  people                
in   Pakistan   via   Facebook   Live.   
  

Other  churches  found  low  tech  ways  to  keep  in  touch.  Some  of  our  churches  used  the  telephone                   
to  keep  in  touch  with  seniors,  hosting  weekly  Sunday  school  classes  via  tele-conferences.               
Roswell  First  sent  out  a  newsletter  each  week  called  “The  Paper  Shepherd”  to  make  sure  that  no                   
one   got   left   behind.     
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Angus  built  a  new  worship  center  so  that  they  could  accommodate  more  people  under  the  new                  
restrictions.  Virtually  everyone  reconfigured  their  sanctuaries  to  accommodate  the           
ever-changing   rules   for   gathering   as   they   came   down   from   above.   
  

It  has  been  difficult,  and  not  everyone  has  been  happy  about  the  restrictions;  but  our  pastors                  
have  done  their  best  to  step  into  that  middle  space  to  serve  their  churches  while  following  the                   
laws  as  they  have  been  handed  down  by  the  governor  and  interpreted  by  the  DS  in  the  midst  of                     
a   heated   election   when   not   all   churches   felt   obligated   to   follow   the   same   rules.   
  

It  is  time  to  “put  the  past  in  our  behind,”  to  quote  Timon,  and  think  about  how  we  create                     
forward  missional  thrust  in  the  New  Mexico  District  again  as  we  are  allowed  to  open  the  doors                   
of  our  churches  again  and  welcome  those  who  have  gone  away,  been  away,  stayed  away,  ran                  
away,  and  drifted  away  knowing  that  if  we  go  back  to  business  as  usual,  they  are  probably  not                    
going   to   mosey   back   in   in   any   significant   number.     
  

Jeremiah  found  himself  and  his  people  in  a  situation  similar  to  ours.  For  different  reasons,  the                  
prevailing  culture  around  them  had  changed.  For  the  Jews,  they  had  been  deported  into  an                 
environment  in  which  no  one  spoke  the  same  language,  worshipped  the  same  gods,  followed  the                 
same  traditions,  or  held  the  same  values  they  had  grown  up  with.  What  the  prophets  of  the  day                    
were  telling  the  Jews  was,  “Just  hunker  down  for  a  few  years  and,  soon,  God  will  make                   
everything  go  back  to  the  way  it  was.”  If  you  are  familiar  with  Jeremiah  chapter  29,  you  know                    
that  Jeremiah  was  telling  his  people  not  to  listen  to  those  “pie  in  the  sky  by  and  by”  prophets.                     
While  he  is  certain  to  affirm  in  Jeremiah  29:11  that  God  is  a  God  of  good  plans  and  that  He  has                       
no  intention  of  bringing  harm  to  His  people,  earlier  in  the  chapter,  Jeremiah  is  careful  to  explain                  
that  those  plans  are  going  to  be  executed  in  the  midst  of  Babylon,  not  by  taking  them  back  to                     
the  “good  ol’  days”  in  Jerusalem.  His  advice,  Jeremiah  29:7  –  “ 7 Pursue  the  well-being  of  the                  
city   I   have   deported   you   to.   Pray   to   the   Lord   on   its   behalf,   for   when   it   thrives,   you   will   thrive.”   
  

Now  I  have  already  given  a  long  report  of  many  of  the  ways  I  have  seen  the  churches  of  the                      
New  Mexico  District  working  to  do  just  what  Jeremiah  was  advising  the  Jews  to  do  at  another                   
time  when  the  world  had  turned  on  its  head,  so  I  won’t  preach  the  sermon  that  I  want  to  preach                      
out   of   this   passage.   
  

This  COVID-19  pause  in  the  life  of  the  Church  has  given  us  some  time  to  pause  and  to  reflect  a                      
bit.  It  has  been  a  rare  opportunity  to  stop  doing  everything  we  were  doing  and  to  ask,  “What                    
should  we  be  doing,”  or  “What  must  we  be  doing  to  be  the  church?”  As  I  have  read  through                     
your  pastor’s  reports,  I  see  that  many  of  your  churches  took  time  to  ask  those  kinds  of                   
questions.  I  know  that  the  General  Superintendents  have  been  asking  those  questions  and  the                
district  superintendents  have  been  asking  those  questions.  Even  Point  Loma  has  been  asking               
those   questions.   
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Those  of  you  who  have  joined  me  for  Leadership  Zoom  on  Mondays  have  “Canoed  the                 
Mountains”  with  me  and  have  grappled  with  “life  off  the  map.”  In  the  process,  we  have  asked,                   
“What   is   essential   to   being   church   in   this   messed-up   culture   in   which   we   find   ourselves   today?”   
  

Jeremiah  has  given  us  the  secret  to  thriving  in  a  hostile  environment.  “Pursue  the  well-being  of                  
the   city   I   have   deported   you   to.   Pray   to   the   Lord   on   its   behalf.”   
  

Isn’t  that  the  lesson  of  2020?  If  we  were  given  2020  hindsight,  isn’t  that  what  we  have  all                    
universally  seen?  “If  the  church  doesn’t  find  ways  to  get  outside  its  doors,  it’s  going  to  be  out  of                     
business  in  no  time.”  And,  “What  you  see  when  you  engage  your  community  is  going  to  make                   
you   pray   or   it's   going   to   make   you   cry.”   
  

Last  year,  I  talked  about  four  pillars  of  Awakening:  Passionate  Throne-ward  Worship,              
Intentional  Corporate  Prayer,  Deliberate  Discipleship,  and  Intentional  Engagement  with  the            
Broken  in  your  Community.  I  fully  still  believe  that  these  pillars  support  the  Awakening  of  the                  
Church.  However,  I  have  come  to  think  of  them  not  so  much  as  pillars,  but  as  tires.  Pillars  hold                     
something  up.  Tires  mobilize  something.  It  is  the  something  that  we  need  to  see  if  we  are  going                    
to   have   a   future.   The   “something”   is    Mission .   
  

If  you  don’t  know  your  mission,  you  don’t  have  a  church.  Mission  will  be  everything  going                  
forward.  In  fact,  people  will  join  your  mission,  before  they  join  your  Jesus,  before  they  join                  
your  church.  That’s  exactly  the  opposite  of  the  way  I  was  taught  to  do  church.  I  was  taught  to                     
get   people   to   church,   then   get   them   saved,   then   find   them   a   job.   
  

Maybe  we  have  become  the  church  in  exile.  Maybe  that’s  good  news.  If  you  want  to  know  what                    
to  do  next,  Jeremiah’s  marching  orders  are  very  simple:  “ 7 Pursue  the  well-being  of  the  city  I                  
have   deported   you   to.   Pray   to   the   Lord   on   its   behalf,   for   when   it   thrives,   you   will   thrive.”   
  

As   Casting   Crowns   declared:   
Just   to   know   You   and   to   make   You   known   
We   lift   Your   name   on   high   
Shine   like   the   sun,   make   darkness   run   and   hide   
We   know   we   were   made   for   so   much   more   than   ordinary   lives   
It’s   time   for   us   to   more   than   just   survive   
We   were   made   to   thrive   

  
I  believe  we  are  entering  a  “thrive”  stage  for  the  New  Mexico  District  and,  if  you  will  have  me,                     
I   would   love   to   continue   to   work   with   you   to   see   what   God   can   do   in   this   amazing   place.

The  Mission  Area  Pastor  will  work  with  the  district  superintendent  in  order  to  increase  connectedness  among                  
pastors  and  churches  across  the  district,  enhance  missional  vision  and  impact,  and  heighten  cooperation  between                 
churches  and  the  district  in  accomplishing  mission  within  the  New  Mexico  District.  There  will  be  no  direct                   
compensation  for  this  role,  but  there  may  be  some  expense  reimbursement  for  assigned  responsibilities  at  the                  
discretion  of  the  district  office/superintendent.  The  mission  area  pastor’s  responsibilities  will/may  include  the               
following:   

● Maintain  a  network  of  support  for  all  pastors,  spouses,  associates,  chaplains,  retired  pastors,  and  any                 
other  ministers  and  spouses  within  the  mission  area  in  which,  at  least  monthly,  contact  is  made  for                   
prayer,   conversation,   support,   and   engagement.   

● Provide  a  means  for  welcoming  new  ministers  into  the  mission  area  or  for  sending  off  ministers  who                   
move   or   pass   on   to   heaven.   

● Ensure  that  the  district  office  is  informed  of  special  circumstances  that  may  require  attention  from  the                  
superintendent   or   other   district   or   general   officer.   

● Provide   for   special   circumstances   or   needs   among   ministers   as   needed.   
● Arrange  for  semi-annual  or  annual  gatherings  to  discuss  and  strategize  about  mission  expansion  in  the                 

area   (the   district   superintendent   should   be   informed   and   invited   to   these   meetings).   
● Arrange   for   times   of   fellowship   among   pastors   and/or   churches   within   the   area   on   an   occasional   basis.   
● Serve,  when  asked,  as  the  representative  of  the  district  superintendent  for  pastoral  interviews  or  other                 

board   meetings.   
● Give   oversight   to   Church   type   missions   within   their   mission   area   in   the   following   ways:   

○ Leadership   development   
○ Financial   accountability   (reviewing   quarterly   financial   reports)   
○ Denominational   connectedness   (budget   payments   and   missional   alignment)   
○ Mentoring,   encouragement,   and   support   
○ Quarterly   written   reporting   to   the   District   Superintendent

Every  local  church  should                                 
carefully  plan  to  meet  this  scriptural  responsibility  to  God  and  His  church  reaching  the  lost  by                                 
the  full  payment  of  apportionments.  The  love  of  Christ  compels  each  local  church  to  allow  no                                 
unwarranted  failure  in  this  vital  area  of  stewardship.  Similarly,  the  District  is  committed  to                             
budgeting   only   on   anticipated   receipts,   and   to   maintaining   a   balanced   budget   in   all   funds.   

  
Items   Related   to   Local   Churches   

We  recommend  that  each  local  church  board  give  prayerful  consideration  to  its  financial                           
leadership   responsibilities   by:   

1. Establishing  annually  an  operating  budget,  approved  by  the  church  board  and  available  to                           
the  congregation,  for  the  ministries  of  the  local  church.  This  budget  should  be  established                             
based  on  a  reasonable  estimate  of  the  giving  income  of  each  church  and  expenses  should                               
be  kept  within  the  ability  of  the  church  to  cover  those  expenses  without  external                            
assistance.   A   copy   should   be   sent   to   the   district   office   if   requested.   

2. Giving  positive  leadership  to  the  support  of  the  Great  Commission  by  faithful  and  regular                             
payment  of  the  World  Evangelism  Fund,  Education  Fund,  Pensions  and  Benefits  Fund                         
and   District   Ministries   Funds.   

3. Supporting  annually  Nazarene  Bible  College  (October)  and  Nazarene  Theological                   
Seminary  (January)  through  receiving  an  offering  and/or  budgeting  an  appropriate                     
amount  in  the  annual  operating  budget.  Each  offering  is  to  be  sent  directly  to  Nazarene                               
Bible  College,  17001  Prairie  Star  Parkway,  Suite  300,  Lenexa,  KS  66220  or  Nazarene                           
Theological  Seminary,  1700  East  Meyer  Blvd.,  Kansas  City,  MO  64131.  The  goal  is  100                             
percent  participation  by  every  New  Mexico  District  church  in  supporting  our  institutions                         
of   ministerial   training   and   development.   

4. Caring  for  the  needs  of  the  pastor  and  full-time  ministerial  staff,  releasing  them  for  their                               
task   of   leadership   in   prayer   and   ministry   of   the   Word,   by:   

a. Paying  the  pastor  and  staff  adequate  salaries  and  benefits  and  reviewing  them  at                           
least  annually  as  part  of  establishing  the  coming  year’s  operational  budget.  An                         
increase  of  at  least  the  cost  of  living  should  be  considered  as  a  minimum,  taking                               
into  consideration  any  changes  in  law  impacting  Health  Care  coverage  for  your                         
pastor  and  staff.  The  church  board  secretary  should  send  a  report  of  any  salary                             
action   taken   to   the   District   Office.   

b. Designating  an  amount  in  the  proposed  operating  budget  for  the  coming  year  to  pay                             
the  expenses  of  the  pastor  and  spouse  attending  the  General  Assembly,  General                         
Conference  on  Evangelism,  PALCON,  District  Assembly,  Camp  Meeting,  District                   
Leadership  Retreat,  and  continuing  education  seminars,  and  other  events  where

attendance  is  expected.  To  assist  in  budgeting  this  expense,  the  church  should  set                           
aside  $500  or  more  annually.  We  encourage  local  churches  to  send  full-time  staff  to                             
appropriate   conferences   and   seminars   in   consultation   with   the   senior   pastor.   

c. Establishing  an  accountable  reimbursement  plan  for  the  pastors’  ministry-related                   
expenses.  This  would  include  professional  journals  and  books,  entertainment,  travel                     
and  lodging  and  other  related  items  as  allowed  by  tax  law.  All  ministry  expenses  are                               
to  be  fully  reimbursed  when  properly  authorized  and  receipted  according  to  IRS                         
guidelines.  

d. Designating  a  certain  amount  of  the  pastors’  total  compensation  package(s)  as                       
parsonage   furnishing   and   housing   allowance.   

e. Reimbursing  the  pastors  an  amount  equal  to  the  required  SECA  (Social  Security)                        
tax.  This  tax  is  assessed  at  15.3  percent  of  the  pastor’s  salary  and  housing                             
allowance/  fair  market  rental  value  of  the  parsonage  and  should  be  paid  at  least                             
quarterly.  This  amount  must  be  added  to  their  IRS  form  W-2  as  income.  This  pro                               
rata  share  should  be  paid  to  any  pastor  changing  assignments  during  the  calendar                           
year.   

f. Each  church  should  consider  paying  the  annual  premium  on  term  life  and  accident                           
insurance  available  through  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene.  Each  church  should  also                         
consider  providing  disability  insurance  for  their  pastors  and  insurance  on  contents                       
of   the   parsonage   as   well.   

g. Participating  in  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene’s  Tax-Deferred  Annuity  Program  for  its                         
ministers  is  highly  recommended.  Every  church  should  enroll  their  pastor  in  the                         
tax-deferred  annuity  program  and  at  least  match  the  general  church  contribution                       
annually.   

h. Granting  pastors  and  all  full-time  ministerial  staff  members  a  minimum  of  two                         
weeks  paid  vacation  annually.  Those  who  have  accumulated  from  five  to  ten  years  of                             
salaried  ministry  in  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene  should  be  granted  three  weeks                           
paid  vacation;  those  who  have  served  11  to  19  years,  four  weeks  of  paid  vacation;                               
and  those  who  have  served  the  denomination  20  years  or  more,  five  weeks  of  paid                               
vacation.  This  vacation  time  should  be  exclusive  of  time  spent  at  district  and                           
general  church  meetings.  Pastors  are  advised  to  use  discretion  and  wisdom  in  the                           
planning   of   their   vacation   in   order   to   best   work   with   the   church   calendar.   

i. Insisting  that  pastors  observe  at  least  one  full  work  day  as  a  weekly  day  off  from  all                                   
ministerial   responsibilities   and   quarterly,   a   three   day   break   from   ministerial   duties.   

j. Observing  Manual  paragraph  129.10,  which  states,  “In  order  to  encourage  a  healthy                         
pastoral  ministry  and  the  lifelong  learning  of  the  pastor,  the  church  board,  in                           
consultation  with  the  district  superintendent,  should  provide  a  sabbatical  leave  for                       
the  pastor  following  each  seven  consecutive  year  of  service  in  one  congregation.”  We                           
recommend   a   minimum   of   sixty   days   paid   sabbatical   leave.   

k. Encouraging  the  morale  of  the  pastor/staff  and  augmenting  the  salary  of  each  by                           
facilitating  acts  of  kindness  from  the  congregation,  such  as  food  donations  and                         
observing   pastor’s   appreciation   day   on   the   second   Sunday   of   October.   

l. The  local  church  give  at  least  one  week’s  salary  to  the  pastor  and  full-time                             
associates   at   Christmas   each   year.   

5. An  auditing  committee  be  appointed  in  each  local  church  in  accordance  with  Manual                           
paragraph   129.23.   
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6. All  fund  allocations  be  paid  in  full  annually  and  payments  be  made  weekly  or  monthly                               
throughout  the  church  year ;  payments  to  begin  on  May  1,  2021,  with  the  final  payment  to                                 
be   made   no   later   than   May   15,   2022.   

7. The  district  journal  shall  be  provided  to  each  church  in  PDF  (electronic)  form.  Local                             
churches  may  distribute  PDF  files  and/or  print  as  many  copies  as  needed.  (District                           
Journals,  Manuals  and  Other  Forms  are  currently  made  available  at                    
http://nazarene.org/DocumentLibrary .  Please  contact  the  District  Secretary  or  District                 
Office   if   you   have   difficulty   obtaining   them.)   

8. Our  people  be  encouraged  in  the  stewardship  of  possessions  as  related  to  planned  giving,                             
wills,  annuities,  and  life  loans  on  behalf  of  the  local  church,  district  camps,  home  missions,                               
world  missions,  and  colleges.  Each  pastor  should  give  careful  attention  to  conduct  an                           
active  bequest  program  through  the  local  church;  for  information  write  to  Dr.  Steve  Seelig                             
in  care  of  Point  Loma  Nazarene  University  or  Jon  Twitchell  at  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene                                 
Foundation.   

9. We  recommend  that  the  local  church  give  careful  consideration  to  paying  evangelists,  as  a                             
minimum,  twice  the  weekly  salary  and  benefits  of  the  pastor,  plus  travel  expenses  one  way                               
and  to  remember  those  who  served  them  during  the  year  with  a  Christmas  check  of                               
appreciation.   

  
Guidelines   for   Local   Church   Treasurers   

The   responsibilities   of   the   local   church   treasurer   include:   
1. Preparing,  in  cooperation  with  the  pastor  and  church  board,  an  annual  operating  budget                           

for   the   local   church.   
2. Following  the  provisions  of  the  2017-2021  Manual  paragraphs  129.21-129.23  in  accounting                       

for   all   money   received   and   disbursed   by   the   local   church.   
3. Providing   all   financial   records   and   books   to   the   pastor   immediately   upon   request.   
4. Preparing  a  weekly  report  of  all  money  received  and  a  monthly  report  of  all  financial                               

transactions   to   the   pastor   and   church   board.   
5. Promptly  distributing  all  payments  according  to  the  time  and  purpose  designated  by  the                           

order  of  the  church  board .   All  fund  allocations  are  to  be  paid  in  full  annually  and                                
payments   be   made   weekly     or   monthly   throughout   the   church   year.   

6. Serving   willingly   as   the   local   church   treasurer   according   to   Manual   paragraph   136.   
7. Ensuring   designated   funds   are   protected   for   that   purpose.   
8. Making  sure  the  church  board  arrange  for  an  annual  auditing  of  all  treasurer’s  books,                             

according  to  Manual  paragraph  129.23.  An  annual  cash  flow  audit  is  expected,  as  is  a  full                                 
outside   audit   at   least   every   five   years   by   personnel   outside   the   local   church.   

9. Certifying  that  all  money  received  by  the  church  or  auxiliaries  is  properly  recorded  and                             
reported.  It  is  neither  proper  nor  ethical  to  carry  side  accounts  independent  of  the  church                               
treasurer’s   records.   

10.Following  the  policy  of  never  handling  the  physical  offerings  or  money  of  the  church  but                               
work  from  the  deposit  receipt  prepared  by  competent  personnel  who  have  counted  the                           
offerings   and   deposited   the   money   in   the   bank.   

11. Submitting  monthly  reports  to  the  district  office,  either  using  the  “Funding  the  Mission”                           
website  ( https://fundingthemission.org/ )  or  using  the  spreadsheet  provided  by  the  District                     
Treasurer.  This  regular  reporting  enables  the  District  Treasurer  to  prepare  for                       
adjustments   in   district   income   and   make   decisions   appropriately.   
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Items   Related   to   District   Interests   
The  District  Finance  Committee  recommends  that  all  district  ministries  and  its  extensions                         

should  be  considered  a  vital  part  of  the  local  church  outreach  and  fulfillment  of  the  Great                                 
Commission   in   the   following   manner:   

1. That  those  who  travel  for  the  district  will  be  reimbursed  at  a  rate  of  50   cents  per  mile  one                                       
way.  This  includes  the  District  Advisory  Board,  District  Board  of  Church  Properties,                         
Bonita  Park  Camp  Board,  District  Board  of  Ministry,  NMI,  NYI,  and  SDMI  councils,  and                             
all   other   committees   called   by   the   district   superintendent.   

2. That  the  district  treasurer  pay  the  hospitalization  insurance  premium  for  the  district                        
superintendent   and   family.   

3. That  the  district  treasurer  pay  the  annual  premium  on  the  maximum  term  life,  accidental                             
death  and  dismemberment,  and  long-term  disability  insurance  provided  through  the                     
Church   of   the   Nazarene   for   the   district   superintendent.   

4. That  the  district  furnish  the  district  superintendent  a  car  replacement  allowance  and  any                           
operation   and   maintenance   expense   as   determined   by   the   District   Advisory   Board.   

5. That  the  district  superintendent  annually  be  granted  a  five-week  vacation  with  pay.  A                           
report   of   vacation   days   used   should   be   presented   to   the   DAB   on   a   quarterly   basis.  

6. That  all  district  financial  records,  including  those  of  Bonita  Park  and  the  Extension  Fund,                             
be   audited   annually   by   an   auditing   firm   or   certified   public   accountant.   

7. That  all  designated  funds  be  kept  in  an  interest  bearing  account  or  District  Advisory                            
Board   approved   investments.   

8. That  the  District  Superintendent  be  granted  two  weeks  annually  to  hold  meetings  off  the                             
District.  This  will  be  in  addition  to  his/her  vacation  time.  Use  of  this  provision  should  be                                 
reported   to   the   DAB.   

  
Items   Related   to   Fund   Apportionments   

1. That  the  Annual  Pastor’s  Report  (APR),  submitted  online,  shall  be  the  guide  for  computing                             
all  budgets.   Funding  the  Mission  allocations  goals  are  5.5%  for  the  World  Evangelism                           
Fund  (WEF),  2.25%  for  Pensions  and  Benefits  USA  (P&B),  2.25%  for  Education,  6.0%  for                             
District  Budget,  of  the  local  church’s  Total  Income  (line  30)  less  amounts  given  for  WEF                               
(line  31)  and  Mission  Specials  (line  32).  Churches  will  be  considered  in  full  support  if  these                                 
goals   are   met   in   full.   

  
WEF  and  P&B  funds  should  be  submitted  at  least  monthly  using  the  “Funding  the                             

Mission”  (FTM)  website  ( https://fundingthemission.org/ )  where  possible.  All  other  fund                   
allocations  are  to  be  sent  monthly  to  the  District  Treasurer,  Larry  Fry,  3101  Mesa  Verde  Street,

Your   Committee   on   Education   makes   the   following   commendations   and   recommendations:   
1. In  recognition  of  the  vital  role  that  formal  Christian  higher  education  plays  in  our  society,                               

we  encourage  our  churches  to  give  prayer  and  financial  support  to  Point  Loma  Nazarene                             
University  (PLNU),  Nazarene  Bible  College  (NBC)  and  Nazarene  Theological  Seminary                     
(NTS)  through  full  payment  of  educational  budgets,  support  of  annual  offerings,                       
encouraging  students  within  the  local  church  to  attend  these  institutions,  and  through                         
recommending  that  they  be  included  when  planning  wills,  gifts  and  bequests.   (Estate                         
planning   is   available   through   the   office   of   PLNU’s   Institutional   Advancement.)   

2. We  call  on  all  of  our  educational  institutions  (local,  regional  and  general)  to  reflect  the                               
theological  heritage,  moral  and  social  commitments,  and  core  values  of  the  Church  of  the                             
Nazarene  in  teaching,  doctrine,  and  values,  and  in  responding  to  our  changing  cultural                           
climate.  We  expect  that  faculty  and  staff  will  be  supportive  of  and  in  alignment  with  the                                 
doctrines   and   values   of   the   International   Church   of   the   Nazarene.   

3. We  encourage  participation  in  campus  events  at  PLNU  for  high  school  age  students,                           
including   Preview,   Southwest   Elev8,   and   other   special   events.   

4. We  encourage  members  of  the  local  church  to  use  the  PLNU  Vacation  by  the  Sea                               
opportunity   during   the   summer.   

5. We  encourage  local  churches  to  participate  in  the  ministry  of  PLNU  periodically  by                           
inviting  the  university  personnel,  including  special  speakers,  musical  groups,  and                     
students,  to  participate  in  our  local  church  services  and  we  understand  the  expenses                           
related   to   this   participation   need   to   be   the   responsibility   of   the   local   church.   

6. We   encourage   participation   in   alumni   and   auxiliary   activities   of   PLNU,   NBC,   and   NTS.   
7. We  encourage  new  pastors  who  have  transferred  from  other  educational  regions  to  visit                           

the  PLNU  campus  as  soon  as  possible  after  arriving  on  the  region  by  taking  advantage  of                                 
President   Brower’s   invitation   for   the   complimentary   use   of   college   facilities.   

8. We  encourage  each  local  church  to  participate  in  the  PLNU  matching  grant  program.  If  a                               
local  church  will  send  any  amount  up  to  $250  per  year  to  PLNU  on  behalf  of  students  from                                     
that  church,  PLNU  will  match  that  gift  up  to  an  additional  $250  per  year  (or  $125  per                                   
semester).  Additionally,  the  college  will  award  a  $2700  grant  to  students  from  the  New                             
Mexico  District.  However,  these  dollars  are  only  awarded  for  students  whose  churches                         
send   in   a   matching   grant   contribution.

Fred  Rogers  once  said  “When  I  was  a  boy  and  I  would  see  scary  things  in  the  news,  my  mother                                         
would   say   to   me,   ‘Look   for   the   helpers.   You   will   always   find   people   who   are   helping.’”   

  
It  goes  without  saying  that  we  have  seen  a  lot  of  scary  things  in  the  news  this  past  year.  Our                                         
world  has  experienced  deep  pain  and  loss  because  of  the  pandemic  and  it  will  take  years  to                                   
recover  and  heal.

These  short  times  together  have  been  an  encouraging                             
time  of  sharing,  celebration,  prayer,  and  inspiration.  I  have  thoroughly  enjoyed  hearing  about                           
how  God  is  using  your  churches  all  around  our  district  and  all  around  the  globe  as  you  have                                     
pivoted  in  your  approach  to  missions  and  serving  others.  I  see  the  “helpers”  in  this  pandemic  as  I                                     
look  around  this  Convention.  New  Mexico  District,  you  shine  brightly  as  the  hands  and  feet  of                                 
Jesus   to   the   world.   This   report   is   your   report,   and   this   Convention   is   your   Convention.

Ministry  Centers  and  churches  who  practice  Compassionate  Ministry  in  their                     
communities.  These  facilities  and  communities  were  able  to  continue  to  be  the  church  at  a                               
time  when  our  churches  were  closed  and  limited  in  their  reach.  Many  of  you  shared  how                                 
your  church  continued  to  feed  the  hungry,  provide  clothing  to  people,  loved  on  local                             
community  workers,  opened  your  doors  for  children  to  have  a  place  to  safely  attend  school                               
virtually,  distributed  food  boxes  to  families,  and  numerous  other  methods  of  serving.  We                           
have  enjoyed  hearing  directly  from  our  Compassionate  Ministry  Centers  in  our  Zoom                         
meetings  this  spring.  Mission:  Albuquerque,  Mission:  El  Paso,  Nueva  Esperanza,  and                       
Gallup  First  Church  all  shared  how  God  has  used  their  ministries  to  meet  people  during                               
this  pandemic.  We  also  heard  from  Lorna  Fike  with  Hope  Harbor  and  Mannie  Bemis  with                               
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Christian  Women’s  Job  Corp  last  month,  two  new  ministries  on  our  district  targeting                           
women   who   need   Jesus   and   support   in   life   to   flourish.     

  
Another  common  report  from  our  churches  around  the  district  is  the  support  and  funds  you  have                                 
all  poured  into  other  local  ministries  and  into  our  global  church  family.  We  all  had  to  engage  the                                     
mission  creatively  this  past  year.  Many  of  you  began  to  support  local  ministries  in  your                               
communities  if  your  churches  were  not  already  set  up  to  meet  various  needs.  Thousands  of                               
dollars  were  poured  into  your  communities  because  you  wanted  to  help  people.  Local  pregnancy                             
centers,  helping  the  homeless,  community  food  projects,  and  many  more  partnerships  were                         
formed   because   of   the   transition   in   ministry   this   past   year.     

  
The  World  Evangelism  Fund  is  key  to  the  mission  of  the  Church  of  the  Nazarene.  This  fund  is                                     
how  we  are  able  to  keep  missionaries  in  the  field  and  follow  the  Great  Commission  in  the  world.                                     
The  WEF  enables  us  to  be  faithful  stewards  of  our  resources  and  our  call.  It  keeps  us  connected                                     
as  a  Global  Church  and  unites  us  as  Nazarenes  across  the  globe.  This  year,  our  district  gave                                   
104%  of  our  World  Evangelism  Fund  goal!  This  is  a  fantastic  accomplishment  for  our  district!

His   Promise   Still   Stands

I  know  everyone  has  had  to  cancel  events  and  things  did  not  take  place  this                                     
past  year,  but  one  thing  that  we  did  not  cancel  is  studying  the  Word  of  God  and  hiding  it  in  our                                           
hearts!  Quizzing  is  not  about  getting  together  and  hanging  out  with  our  friends,  it  is  about                                 
learning  about  the  Word  of  God,  how  to  apply  it  to  our  lives  and  hide  it  in  our  hearts.  Although  it                                           
is  nice  to  get  together,  we  still  accomplished  our  goal  and  mission  for  quizzing  this  year!  Here  are                                     
some  numbers  for  you.

Statistics  Reporting:  Historically  each  district  and  each  church  had  been  asked  to  report  three                             
numbers  monthly:  1)  SDMI  Attendance  2)  Morning  worship  Attendance  and  3)  Responsibility                         
List.  Statistics  gathering  was  discontinued  in  2020  so  districts  are  no  longer  being  requested  to                               
provide  statistics  to  the  Global  Ministry  Center.  That  said,  Dr.  Lacher  is  considering  resuming                             
collection   of   some   statistics   as   it   adds   value   to   the   district.

Greetings  from  Bonita  Park!  What  a  joy  it  is  to  serve  the  New  Mexico  District  through  the  ministry  of  Bonita                      
Park!   
  

As  we  report  this  year,  we  are  coming  to  what  we  hope  and  pray  is  the  end  of  a  worldwide  pandemic.  We                        
reported  to  you  last  year  that  by  the  time  District  Assembly  convened,  we  had  documented  more  than  $566,000                    
in  canceled  contracts.  As  we  moved  forward  through  2020-2021,  we  faced  more  than  $1  million  in  group                   
cancellations.  We  are  still  seeing  some  groups  cancel  due  to  mask  mandates,  international  border  travel                 
restrictions  and  the  uncertainty  of  planning  ahead.  We  are  praying  that  God  will  give  group  leaders  peace                   
through   these   ever-changing   days.   
  

How  does  one  go  from  the  loud,  crazy,  wonderful  sounds  of  camp  to  complete  silence  in  a  day?  How  does  that                       
even  happen?!?  When  the  silence  of  the  pandemic  was  crushing,  and  it  was,  we  remembered  that  God  is  always                     
in  control  and  that  He  was  not  surprised  by  this  virus  sweeping  the  planet.  We  began  to  look  at  this                      
unprecedented  year  as  a  gift.  It  almost  began  to  feel  like  a  Sabbath  year.  While  Bonita  Part  is  not  used  to  being                        
closed,  we  realized  that  if  we  were  to  move  forward,  we  must  lean  into  God’s  perfect  mission  “to  fully  utilize                      
the  resources  God  had  granted  us,  inspiring  each  individual  to  leave  Bonita  Park  more  Christ-like,  ready  to                   
make  a  difference  in  their  own  life,  home  and  community,”  we  soon  realized  that  we  could  begin  by  making  a                      
difference  in  the  lives  of  our  staff,  the  camp  residents,  our  community  and  our  buildings.  With  very  few  guests                     
leaving  the  grounds  and  going  back  to  their  communities,  we  started  to  pour  into  those  around  us.  We  came                     
alongside  each  other  and  worked  and  trained  and  cried  and  prayed.  As  careful  as  we  were,  some  of  our  staff                      
contracted  COVID-19.  Those  were  difficult  days  of  quarantine.  From  the  beginning  of  closing  down,  we  were                  
blessed  beyond  measure  by  monetary  gifts  from  people  who  gave  to  “keep  the  lights  on”  and  pay  the  staff.  The                      
secular  noise  of  the  pandemic  didn’t  stop  God’s  people  from  keeping  the  mission  alive.  Individuals  gave.                  
Churches  gave.  Guest  groups  gave.  Bonita  Park  was  the  recipient  of  two  Payroll  Protection  Program  loans  (one                   
of  those  is  forgiven)  and  one  CARES  Relief  grant.  We  used  restricted  donor  gifts  to  complete  a  remodeling                    
project  of  the  Morris  Center  kitchen  and  are  beginning  an  exterior  remodeling  project  at  Armstrong  Tabernacle.                  
We  have  also  planted  more  trees  and  improved  facilities.  We  think  you  will  notice  the  difference  next  time  you                     
are   on   the   grounds.   
  

Beyond  all  the  sounds  of  the  pandemic,  God  has  changed  hearts  at  Bonita  Park  as  a  few  groups  came  and  went                       
when  the  state  health  orders  allowed.  Compared  to  2019’s  9,684  guests,  this  past  fiscal  year,  we  hosted  1,948                    
guests.  Each  individual  was  a  gift  from  God.  As  we  handed  them  their  “to  go”  meals  because  indoor  dining                     
wasn’t  allowed,  or  as  we  sent  them  down  the  zip  line,  we  were  told  over  and  over  how  desperately  their  time  at                        
the  camp  was  needed.  We  are  anticipating  a  great  year  and  trust  that  God  will  work  in  the  lives  of  those  coming                        
to  the  camp  as  He  has  for  more  than  80  years.  We  continue  to  be  confident  that  God  is  raising  up  a  mighty                         
generation  of  people  who  are  invested  in  Christian  camping  and  believe  that  the  work  God  can  do  in  hearts  and                      
souls  at  camp  is  unlike  the  work  accomplished  anywhere  else  on  the  planet!  It  is  life  changing...to  the  core!!  We                      
believe  that  God  is  whispering  into  our  hearts  to  get  back  to  the  plan  of  reclaiming  the  mountain.  We  believe  He                       
is   telling   us   that   His   children   are   coming   back   to   camp...be   ready!

Dear   Dr.   Lacher,   Dr.   Crocker,   and   the   New   Mexico   District   Assembly,   
I  greet  you  in  the  strong  name  of  our  Lord,  Jesus  Christ.  This  has  been  my  first  year  in  New  Mexico  and  what  a  year  it  has                             

been.  The  pandemic  brought  great  change  to  the  ministry  of  Heights  First.  They  began  the  pandemic  in  the  middle  of  a  pastoral                       
transition  and  my  family  and  I  soon  joined  them  in  June  of  2020.  During  the  transition,  our  staff  and  leadership  did  all  they  could  to                           
continue   to   minister   to   our   congregation   and   community.   

Our  church,  like  many  churches,  has  centered  its  ministry  practice  on  the  ability  to  gather  people  in  groups.  This  was                      
extremely  limited  this  year.  So,  we  had  to  adapt.  Our  church  had  made  limited  investments  in  technology  and  we  had  to  act  quickly  to                          
be  able  to  offer  streaming  services,  digital  points  of  communication,  opportunities  to  connect  in  prayer,  and  ways  for  our  committees                      
and  boards  to  meet  digitally  for  communication  and  planning.  So,  we  formed  a  team  of  people  to  address  these  needs  as  well  as                         
technology  updates  throughout  the  building.  Since  then,  we  have  seen  the  value  of  a  digital  front  door  and  recognize  that  digital  is                        
now   mainline.   

As  restrictions  have  changed  through  the  year  we  have  seen  people  returning  to  weekly  in  person  worship.  We  have  also  seen                       
many  people  who  have  made  progress  on  goal  setting  and  implementation  of  discipleship  and  outreach.  We  have  seen  the  continued                      
faithfulness  of  our  people  in  their  financial  support  of  the  church  and  missions.  (We  were  able  to  host  several  deputations.)  And,  we                        
were   able   to   invest   in   several   much   needed   capital   improvement   projects.   

We  were  able  to  reach  out  and  make  two  important  connections  in  our  community.  One  is  Saranam  Transitional  Housing.                     
This  organization  works  to  transition  families  from  homelessness  to  self-sufficiency.  We  were  able  to  partner  with  them  to  do  some                      
local  work  projects  on  their  facility.  We  also  connected  with  our  neighboring  high  school,  La  Cueva.  We  gave  each  faculty  and  staff                        
Amazon  gift  cards  and  a  note  of  encouragement  for  Christmas.  We  also  provided  donuts,  lunches,  and  teacher  appreciation  gifts  for                      
staff  when  they  returned  to  in  person  classes.  We  have  received  many  cards  and  emails  of  appreciation  for  the  much  needed                       
encouragement.     

Our  desire  is  to  be  the  church  for  this  community  and  to  touch  the  lost,  broken  and  hurting,  and  offer  hope  to  the  hopeless.                          
We   desire   to   make   Christlike   disciples   in   our   community   and   share   the   love   and   truth   of   God’s   Word.   To   the   glory   of   Christ.   Amen.

Knowing  that  we  really  don’t  understand  suffering  as  experienced  by  our  brothers  and  sisters  in  Christ  during  Jesus  time  and                      
after  his  death,  knowing  we  don’t  really  know  suffering  as  some  third  world  countries,  nevertheless,  this  last  year,  we  have  all  gone                        
through   what   feels   like   suffering   to   each   of   us   individually   in   one   way   or   another.   

Through  this  last  year,  the   Rio  Vista  Church  has  been  reminded  of  what  the  Apostle  Paul  wrote  to  the  Corinthian  church  in                        
his  second  letter,  2  Corinthians  4:7-10;  “But  we  have  this  treasure  in  jars  of  clay  to  show  that  this  all-surpassing  power  is  from  God                          
and  not  from  us.  We  are  hard  pressed  on  every  side,  but  not  crushed;  perplexed  but  not  in  despair;  persecuted,  but  not  abandoned;                         
struck  down,  but  not  destroyed.   We  always  carry  around  in  our  body  the  death  of  Jesus,  so  that  the  life  of  Jesus  may  also  be                           
revealed  in  our  body.  For  we  who  are  alive  are  always  being  given  over  to  death  for  Jesus  sake,  so  that  his  life  may  also  be  revealed                             
in   our   mortal   body.”   

Through  this  last  year  we  were  forced  to  learn  new  ways  to  conduct  services  in  order  to  continue  reaching  the  congregation                       
with  the  message,  feeding  the  hands  and  feet  of  Jesus,  the  church.  Social  media  venues,  more  often  used  by  many  in  our  congregation                         
to  view  what  others  post,  was  now  being  used  to  view  our  services.  This  required  a  bit  of  learning  and  stretching  as  we  learned  how  to                            
properly  video  from  what  we  had  at  the  time  (a  phone)  and  render  the  video.  Oftentimes,  the  video  would  split  creating  two  videos                         
which  required  research  and  learning  new  video  software  to  understand  how  to  pull  them  together  and  ensure  the  sound  matched  what                       
was  going  on  in  the  video.  We  learned  how  to  upload  the  video  into  the  social  media  platform  and  then  get  the  link  to  our                           
congregation  who  had  either  email  or  text.  We  learned  very  quickly  the  value  of  a  good  church  contact  list  and  understanding  how                        
people   like   to   be   communicated   to,   email   or   text.   We   had   to   ensure   both   were   used.   

When  things  began  opening  up,  we  understood  there  were  some  in  our  congregation  that  for  good  reason,  were  not  going  to                       
return  to  in-person  services.  So,  we  purchased  the  proper  equipment  and  learned  how  to  stream  the  services  and  get  the  link  to  those                         
who  were  unable  to  join  us  in  person.  The  result  was  that  we  have  now  reached  people  through  this  streaming  that  we’d  never  been                          
able  to  reach  before  had  the  pandemic  never  happened,  even  some  that  don’t  live  in  New  Mexico  and  who  now  frequent  our  streamed                         
services.   

We  began  Friday  Night  prayer  services  as  the  Lord  pressed  on  the  prayer  warriors  to  seek  His  face,  praying  for  the  church,                        
praying  for  the  community,  and  praying  that  the  Lord  would  have  His  way  during  the  pandemic,  that  his  church  would  rise  up  and                         
become   more   and   more   mature   in   the   faith   for   the   sake   of   those   who   are   lost   and   need   Him.   

Together  we  learned  how  to  use  Zoom  to  perform  both  board  meetings  and  Bible  studies.  We  now  have  more  people  attending                       
Wednesday   Night   Bible   Study   than   we   had   before   the   pandemic.   

We  identified  a  need  in  our  community  caused  by  the  Pandemic,  and  over  the  last  six  months,  the  church  has  delivered  food                        
once  a  month  to  50+  families  at  the  Arroyo  Villas  apartments  in  our  community  and  will  continue  to  do  so  as  long  as  the  Lord  allows.                            
We’ve   met   many   souls   who   are   thankful   and   grateful   for   the   assistance   and   have   allowed   us   to   speak   hope   and   truth   into   their   lives.

Bear  Canyon  has  had  an  exceptionally  good  year  considering  the  circumstances.  There  have  been  successes  and  difficulties,  and  many                     
things   in   between.   Through   all   of   it,   we   have   become   more   focused   on   the   mission   of   the   church   and   are   excited   to   see   what   God   is   doing.   

Because  our  meetings  are  modeled  around  a  conversational  approach,  when  COVID  became  the  new  reality  and  meeting  in  person  became                      
difficult,  we  found  that  moving  to  an  online  format  was  pretty  easy  for  our  group.  We  used  Facebook  Rooms  as  the  meeting  platform  which  functions                           
very  similarly  to  Zoom.

Online  has  been  a  positive  experience  for  all  of  us,  but  face-to-screen-to-face  is  an                          
incomplete   substitute   for   face-to-face   fellowship.   

One  ministry  success  we  had  was  during  the  advent  season.  As  Christmas  was  approaching,  we  challenged  our  congregation  to  find  a                       
place  of  need  to  bring  hope  to.  We  became  connected  with  a  family  who  had  been  in  and  out  of  the  foster  care  system  and  was  currently  out  of  the                                
system,  and  so  would  not  be  receiving  any  kind  of  assistance  or  support  through  the  holidays.  This  family  has  some  serious  financial  need,  so  much                           
so  that  the  five  children  in  the  family  were  staying  with  friends  and  other  family  members  to  be  taken  care  of.  Each  family  in  our  congregation  chose                             
a  child  of  the  family  to  get  some  gifts  for.  We  received  a  few  suggestions  for  gifts  from  a  friend  of  the  family.  We  tried  to  provide  some  basic  items  such                                 
as  clothes,  and  a  fun  gift  like  a  game  or  toy.  We  were  also  able  to  provide  some  simple  things  for  the  mother,  including  a  gift  card.  We  gave  the  gifts  to                                  
a   friend   of   the   family   to   be   dropped   off   and   were   met   with   extreme   gratitude.   

One  contact  we  made  through  the  pandemic  was  a  family  I  had  known  previously  in  ministry  at  another  church.  This  family  had  become                         
involved  in  a  non-Nazarene  church  here  in  Albuquerque  but  had  stopped  attending  when  the  pandemic  hit.  In  August  we  happened  to  start  talking  to                          
each   other   and   brought   up   that   we   were   meeting   online.   They   asked   to   join   us   the   following   Sunday   and   have   been   regularly   attending   since   then.   

COVID  has  presented  many  challenges,  but  also  great  opportunities  to  serve  and  grow.  As  we  begin  meeting  in  person  again,  we  look                        
forward   to   expressing   God’s   love   and   mission   in   our   community   and   growing   in   our   understanding   and   relationship   with   God.

It  has  been  an  interesting  year.  Our  “Church  Statistical  Year”  began  May  1st,  2020,  just  a  month  and  a  half  after  the                        

shutdown  of  every  “non-essential”  business  in  New  Mexico.  Most  of  us  don’t  need  to  be  reminded  that  we  were  unable  to  have  a                         
traditional  Easter  service  or  to  hold  our  church  meetings.  We  had  our  first  “virtual”  District  Assembly  and  every  district  event  since                       
last  March  has  been  either  cancelled  or  “adjusted”  to  be  virtual  or  include  drastic  COVID-safe  practices.  But  this  has  not  been                       
something  that  our  church  has  experienced  in  a  vacuum.  Our  country  and  our  world  has  become  all-too-familiar  with  these  things  in                       
every   area   of   life...and,   frankly,   we’re   tired   of   hearing   about   it!   So,   I   promise   I   will   try   not   to   dwell   on   them   too   long.   

I’m  grateful  to  say  that  during  this  time,  our  long-time  decision  to  follow  the  model  of  Christ  and  the  early  church  and  firmly                         
and  boldly  teach  that  the  church  is  not  about  1  hour  (or  perhaps  2  if  I’m  preaching)  of  singing  and  preaching  on  Sunday  had  a  chance                            
to  be  tested.  Did  we  really  believe  this?  Suddenly,  we  found  pastors  all  over  the  country  declaring  what  we  had  been  trying  to  remind                          
people  of  for  years.  Because  of  the  ministries  of  Mission  ABQ,  our  Compassionate  Ministry  Center  and  the  umbrella  under  which                      
most  of  our  “non-churchy”  ministries  reside,  the  church  continued  on.  Ironically,  although  the  “church”  was  considered                  
non-essential,  most  of  the  ministries  of  Mission  ABQ  were  considered  essential.  Mission  ABQ’s  Thrift  Store  and  Food  Bank                    
transitioned  into  a  more  complete  resource  center  for  our  community.  Kingdom  Builders  Day  Care  not  only  remained  open  and                     
continued  to  care  for  the  children  of  our  community,  but  stepped  up  to  take  a  much  greater  role  in  educating  our  children.  Our                         
Mission  Training  Center  (MTC)  partnered  with  the  NM  District  NMI  and  the  SWNAD  to  bring  help  to  members  of  the  Navajo  Nation                        
who  were  hit  especially  hard  by  the  virus  and  by  the  effects  of  the  shutdowns  on  their  ability  to  get  supplies.  Meanwhile,  everyday                         
interpersonal  ministry  continued  and  classes  moved  online.  Offices  were  made  available  for  students  and  teachers  from  elementary  to                    
adult.  COVID-safe  outreach  events  were  planned,  and  the  shine  partnership  opened  up  opportunities  to  care  for  the  community  and                     
our  local  schools.  The  leaders  of  the  Sandia  ABQ  Central  youth  group  had  a  vision  for  the  youth  to  be  the  church  and  our  youth  began                            
a  brand  new  outreach  at  St.  Anthony’s  apartment  complex  every  other  Saturday  which  has  given  the  church  an  opportunity  to  start  a                        
brand  new  van  ministry.  Although  many  know  that  the  people  who  come  are  from  the  church,  the  ability  to  come  as  Mission  ABQ  with                          
the  purpose  of  providing  safe  activities  for  the  children  in  a  tough  area  of  town  has  provided  a  non-threatening  way  for  us  to  connect.                          
This  ministry  is  beginning  in  much  the  same  way  our  Vista  Grande  ministry  began  about  5  years  ago.  Who  knows  what  God  will  bring                          
of   this   in   the   future.     

When  public  worship  was  allowed  once  again  by  the  state  of  NM  in  June,  we  made  a  plan  that  we  believed  could  be  effective                          
regardless  of  the  continually  changing  restrictions.  We  are  thankful  to  those  who  made  it  possible  to  run  and  improve  our  Zoom                       
system.  The  result  of  this  has  been  a  farther  reach  for  our  worship  services.  We  regularly  have  members  and  friends  of  our  ministry                         
join  us  from  a  distance  who  would  otherwise  not  be  able  to  connect:  Chris  Cash,  a  member  of  our  church  who  is  in  the  military  in                            
Northern  California,  Sylvie  Dolley  who  is  in  the  Phoenix  area  and  has  become  active  in  her  local  Nazarene  church  as  well  after                        
connecting   to   our   Bible   Studies,   Larry   and   Jerrie   Wilson   from   Alcalde,   NM   near   Espanola.   

God  has  been  faithful  to  us...and  he’s  not  done  yet!  Many  in  our  congregation  have  not  been  a  part  of  our  church  long                         
enough  to  remember  why  we  have  large  displays  in  the  front  of  the  church  that  contain  our  logo  with  the  word   NEXT  superimposed.                         

Those  who  were  will  remember  that  each  year  we  tried  to  project  the               
ministry  that  God  would  use  us  to  accomplish  in  the  coming  year.  It  was                
hard  to  know  what  would  come,  but  it  always  surpassed  our             
expectations...each  year  we  would  create  a  new  logo  with  the  name  of  a               
new  ministry  or  church  plant  as  He  opened  doors...so  one  year,  we  just               
put  the  word  NEXT  in  the  middle  of  the  logo.  I  can’t  tell  you  that  I  know                   
what  is  coming  NEXT,  but  I  can  guarantee  that  God  is  opening  up  doors                
that  we  will  look  back  on  with  surprise  and  amazement  as  we  praise  God                
for  all  that  He  has  done.  Join  me  in  praising  God  as  what  was  NEXT  has                  
now  become  the  past  and  He  leads  us  forward  into  whatever  He  has  for                
us   NEXT!

Because  of  the  success  of  these  Parking  Lot  Ministry  events,  and  because  of  the  prompting  of  the  Spirit,  we  are  working  with                        
Him  to  continue  to  refine  and  develop  this  Ministry,  as  He  whispers  big  ideas  and  big  plans  for  how  we  can  grow  this  ministry  and                           
make   it   a   great   opportunity   for   us   to   continue   to   bring   His   church   to   the   community.     

During  our  Halloween  event,  we  made  contact  with  a  family  that  had  once  been  a  part  of  our  daycare  ministry.  Not  only  did                         
they  want  to  come  to  the  event,  they  volunteered  to  help  without  having  ever  been  to  our  church  before!  This  young  family  has  also                          
visited  our  church  for  Sunday  service  shortly  before  Easter.  We  have  stayed  in  contact  with  them  and  it  is  clear  to  us  that  God  is  not                            
done   with   their   story.

Once  we  were  able  to  meet  inside  again,  it  was  as  if                            
nothing   had   ever   happened.   Hugs   all   around   and   we   picked   up   without   a   hitch   and   hit   the   floor   running.   

Sadly,  just  like  most  other  churches  since  the  pandemic,  we  have  lost  a  few  people  who  no  longer  feel  attending  church  is  as                         
important  as  it  once  was.  We  have  and  continue  to  reach  out  to  many,  but  our  focus  has  been  more  of  discipling  the  few  that  remain.                            
Our  numbers  are  small,  but  our  hearts  are  big  and  we  will  not  allow  the  fact  that  we  have  so  few  people  slow  us  from  serving  our                             
Messiah,  Jesus  Christ.

One   positive   COVID   adjustment   we   made:   
We  had  to  change  the  way  we  were  thinking,  as  if  this  was  a  brand  new  beginning  and  opportunity.  As  a  result  we  started  to                           
gain  new  and  younger  couples  that  were  interested  in  worshiping  together  and  gathering  in  person  regardless  of  this                    
pandemic,  all  by  following  CDC  guidelines,  of  course.  We  also  had  the  advantage  of  this  great  building  that  can  seat  up  to                        
570  in  the  sanctuary.  Even  though  we  had  a  loss  of  some  of  our  members  not  being  physically  present,  we  were  one  of  the  few                           
churches  giving  live  services.  This  brought  in  some  that  were  attending  even  bigger  churches  but  were  not  offering  in  person                      
services.   

One   ministry   success   we   saw:   
We  had  to  rely  on  technology  for  our  services  with  apps  such  as  Facebook  Live.  We  also  saw  a  great  increase  in  wanting  to                          
pray,  which  drove  us  to  create  a   Prayer  Wall .  This  is  a  wall  located  towards  the  entrance,  where  those  who  have  come  to  visit                          
and  those  attending  either  in  person  or  through  Facebook  Live  have  asked  for  prayer  needs.  They  are  immediately  written                     
down  with  the  idea  of  praying  for  one  another  as  well  as  laying  down  your  burdens.  God  has  answered  some  of  these  prayers                         
and   are   brought   down   as   others   go   up.   

One   new   contact   we   made   because   we   had   to   think   differently:   
In  the  early  beginning  of  this  pandemic  we  started  to  look  for  some  PPE.  As  I  looked  online  and  in  some  apps  like  Offer  Up,                           
Facebook,  and  Craigslist  for  supplies,  I  found  a  man  named  Edgar  Green.  I  contacted  him  to  get  some  supplies  for  the                       
church  and  he  ended  up  donating  four  hand  sanitizers,  gloves,  and  masks  for  our  congregation.

The  COVID  season  will  be  another  Ebenezer  (1  Samuel  7)  for  Open  Gate  Community  Church.  During  this  last  year,  Open                      
Gate  Community  suffered  some  significant  losses  and  relationship  challenges,  but  overall,  the  impact  of  the  COVID  season  has                    
focused  and  strengthened  the  resolve  of  the  community  to  express  our  two  touchstones,  “Passion  for  God  and  His  Word”  and                      
“Compassion   for   those   that   God   loves,   and   that   includes   the   one   in   the   mirror”   in   new   and   creative   ways.   

“Passion  for  God  and  His  Word:”  Forced  to  move  away  from  in-person  worship  and  study,  a  small  core  cadre  of  talented                       
and  dedicated  individuals  creatively  moved  us  so  we  could  worship,  study,  and  conduct  administration  digitally.  Their  efforts  evolved                    
from  pre  recorded  cell  phone  videos  into  ever  more  sophisticated  broadcasting  of  worship  services  and  ministries.  In  addition,  one                     
benefit  of  the  digital  services  is  the  renewed  contacts  with  members  living  around  the  country  and  outreach  to  others  who  are                       
searching  the  “digital  countryside.”  Finally,  I  am  proud  of  many  of  our  older  adult  members  who  worked  hard  to  overcome  the  digital                        
divide   to   continue   participating   in   studies   and   worship.   

Another  example  of  this  core  cadre’s  dedication  and  creativity  is  our  children’s  ministry  team.  Children’s  ministry  moved  from                    
in-person  to  digital  outreach  and  ministry  using  a  YouTube  channel  teaching  the  same  lessons  digitally.  In  addition,  youth  workers                     
assembled   and   mailed   craft   material   to   help   parents   help   with   the   weekly   lessons   to   support   and   encourage   participation.   

“Compassion  for  those  that  God  loves:”  Compassionate  ministries  moved  into  a  different  “less  contact,  more  impact”                  
mindset.  The  food  pantry  Bible  Study  was  suspended,  but  we  continued  to  make  available  food  donated  and  collected  with  the  help  of                        
other  pastors  in  El  Paso.  Traditional  Thanksgiving  turkey  boxes  were  replaced  with  donated  gift  cards,  Angel  Tree  went  digital,  and                      
Zoom  events  allowed  for  safe  fellowship.  Pastoral  counseling  and  care  continued  using  Zoom,  Flock  Notes,  and  other  means  of  safe                      
contact.  In  addition,  email  prayer  chains  were  reestablished,  and  instant  messaging  helped  keep  the  community  supporting  each  other                    
in  prayer.  Except  for  some  short  periods,  Wee  Care  Daycare  maintained  operations  supporting  the  essential  worker’s  children  and                    
safely   employed   all   staff   throughout   this   COVID   season.   

Through  this  COVID  season,  Open  Gate  continued  to  preach  and  teach  God’s  word  and  has  established  inroads  into  the                     
digital  marketplace  of  ideas.  The  challenges  going  forward  are  building  on  the  lessons  learned,  opportunities  recognized,  providing                   
support,   and   building   our   core   cadre   as   we   transition   and   confront   the   new   realities   of   the   hybrid   post-COVID   ministry   environment.

Zoom,  Facebook  Live,  YouTube,  Free  Conference  Call,  and  other  technology/software  platforms  allowed  us  to  facilitate  many                  
different  meetings,  bible  studies,  and  worship  services.  Technology  was  the  vehicle  that  helped  our  church  members  grow  in  their                     
spiritual  walk  during  our  social  distancing  phase  and  it  helped  to  keep  our  relationships  thriving  as  well.  In  many  areas,  we  saw                        
growth  even  when  other  churches  may  not  have.  One  example  of  this  growth  was  the  increase  in  attendance  in  Wednesday  night  adult                        
studies  as  individuals  were  able  to  attend  from  the  comfort  of  their  homes.  Out  of  necessity,  we  provided  studies  to  people  who  live                         
outside  San  Juan  County  and  New  Mexico.  We  were  able  to  reach  people  far  beyond  our  borders  because  of  the  integration  of                        
technology;  however,  we  realized  that  the  most  important  people  were  those  in  our  own  community  who  had  needs.

Sunday  Service,  we  used  the  church  carport  behind  the  church  for  service  and  served  hot  lunch  to  the  homeless/street  folks  during  all                        
the   restrictions.   All   prayed   each   Sunday   for   God   to   help   us   during   this   world-wide   pandemic.   
One   ministry   success   we   saw:   

Remember  Gallup  is  a  border  town  and  we  got  hit  hard  with  the  Arizona  Navajo  Reservation  side  coming  to  Gallup  to  shop.                        
At  the  beginning  of  COVID,  stores  were  over-run  with  people  hoarding  and  buying.  Water,  toilet  paper,  canned  goods,  and  everything                      
else  went  fast.  One  point  in  Gallup,  we  were  under  National  Guard  and  State  Police  lock  down.  A  success,  the  McGrady  Foundation                        
from   Oklahoma   got   through   to   Mt.   Taylor   with   supplies   for   our   church   twice   during   this   time   and   continues   today.   
One   new   contact   we   made   because   we   had   to   think   differently   about   the   church:   

There  were  many  new  contacts  during  this  time.  With  the  NM  District  and  the  use  of  technology,  more  people  were  able  to                        
connect  and  interact  with  one  another.  We  partnered  with  Bethany  First  Church  of  the  Nazarene  and  many  of  their  Sunday  School                       
Classes  contacted  us  through  zoom,  phone  calls,  Marco-Polo,  emails,  and  texting  to  let  us  know  they  were  thinking  of  us  and  keeping                        
us   in   prayer.   All   these   ways   helped   us   to   think   of   other   churches   and   how   they   were   doing   their   churches   differently.

Another   ministry   was   birthed   and   facilitated   this   past   year   
at   The   Blessing,   called   Christian   Women’s   Job   Corps   (CWJC).   (You   can   read   more   about   that   below.)   This   exciting   ministry   also   
provided   much   of   the   necessities,   resources,   and   work   needed   to   create   a   brand   new,   state-of-the-art   computer   lab   classroom.   The   
Blessing   is   full   of   life   and   ministry,   and   it   has   prospered   even   in   the   midst   of   a   global   pandemic.   Seeds   planted   throughout   generations   
are   coming   to   life   and   fruition   now.   

While   there   are   many   other   blessings   that   we   could   share,   we   will   focus   on   two   wonderful   things   the   Lord   has   brought   to   life   
in   the   church.   First   of   all,   our   Children’s   Ministry   received   somewhat   of   a   reboot.   This   was   a   timely   and   well-deserved   boost   for   our   
incredible   children   here,   which   is   one   of   our   largest   groups.   We   launched   One   Way   Kids   for   our   Wednesday   Night   Children’s   Ministry   
time.

In   March   of   ‘21   we   
brought   Loralee   on   as   staff   at   Church   Street   COTN!   Loralee   has   been   working   through   the   Lay   Ministry   training   provided   by   the   
Church   of   the   Nazarene.   She   has   a   vision   for   the   ministry,   a   passion   for   our   children,   and   a   desire   to   be   like   Christ.   We   are   blessed   to   
have   her,   her   husband   Nick   (who   does   AV   and   all   things   tech   for   the   church),   and   their   two   girls   Camille   and   Olivia!   

The   second   success   is   that   in   January   2021   Church   St.   COTN   launched   a   new   ministry   called   Christian   Women’s   Job   Corps   
(CWJC).   This   ministry,   housed   at   The   Blessing,   is   designed   to   provide   Bible   Study,   training,   education,   and   support   for   women   coming   
out   of   tough   life   situations   and/or   women   looking   to   significantly   improve   their   lives.   Instead   of   sharing   all   the   details   of   the   ministry   
itself   we   wanted   to   share   what   has   come   together   because   of   this   ministry.   CWJC   requires   all   kinds   of   volunteers:   instructors,   mentors,   
prayer   partners,   financial   partners,   food   prep,   clothing   organization,   etc.   Our   goal   at   Church   St.   was   to   take   this   ministry   out   of   our   
own   church   and   into   the   community.   The   Lord   laid   the   ministry   of   CWJC   on   church   member   Mannie   Bemis’   heart,   and   as   she   prayed   
about   what   the   Lord   wanted   to   do,   it   was   also   clear   to   her   that   this   is   not   meant   to   be   a   one   church   ministry.   Mannie   and   Cherish   
Lexvold   (another   church   member)   took   the   initiative   and   connected   with   leaders   in   the   Carlsbad   community   and   visited   many   
churches   in   Carlsbad   to   share   the   Lord’s   vision   for   CWJC.   When   we   launched   in   January,   we   had   volunteers   of   every   kind   from   the   
Methodist,   Presbyterian,   Baptist,   and   several   other   churches.   The   ministry   qualified   for   and   is   receiving   grants   from   within   the  
community.

What  was  your  life  like  during  the  2020-2021  church  year?  Did  you  doubt  that  God  could  provide?  Did  you  wonder  if  God                        
was  still  in  control?  What  fears  took  over  and  replaced  logic?  Store  shelves  were  emptied,  buildings  closed,  churches  closed,  schools                      
closed,  nursing  homes  closed...children  were  mostly  kept  home  or  in  their  yards  and  hidden  from  public  places.  Even  the  streets  were                       
empty.  Yet  in  the  midst  of  it  -  a  still  small  voice  spoke.  I  AM  the  creator  of  the  world.  I  AM  in  control.  I  AM  that  I  AM.  The  beginning                                 
and   the   end,   the   Alpha   and   the   Omega.   Trust   in   me...and   our   fear   transformed   into   peace.   

New  Beginnings  church  came  alive  during  the  pandemic.  The  first  Sunday  after  we  closed  the  building  for  COVID  and  until                      
the  building  opened,  we  set  up  our  worship  service  every  Sunday  in  the  parking  lot.  We  gathered  ancient  technology  pieces  and  cables                        
-  an  FM  short-range  transmitter,  the  portable  sound  board.  We  used  a  laptop  to  run  the  sound  and  an  iPad  to  preach  from...and  the                          
gospel   message   could   be   clearly   heard   despite   the   many   technical   glitches   and   changes   in   our   setting   and   routines.   

Board  members  met  the  first  week  to  discuss  how  we  would  bring  the  words  of  encouragement  and  the  Bible  message  to  the                        
congregation  and  extended  church  family.  Newsletters  and  devotionals  were  printed  and  each  board  member  drove  to  households                   
every  Saturday  to  deliver  not  only  the  fliers,  but  a  care  package  assembled  by  the  children’s  ministry  workers  of  a  Bible  message,                        
snack,  and  craft  for  each  child  every  week.  Church  changed  from  being  a  gathering  in  the  sanctuary  or  a  weekly  small  group  meeting                         
to  being  an  active  ministry.  Cards  were  sent,  people  visited  at  others  homes  (6-10  feet  apart  with  masks  worn),  and  made  phone  calls.                         
The  services  were  recorded  and  put  on  Facebook.  Our  church  adapted  and  even  grew  stronger  during  this  period  of  trial.  When  the                        
building   opened,   we   went   to   2   services   and   strategically   arranged   the   sanctuary   to   meet   building   and   spacing   requirements.   

Church  in  2020-2021  could  be  summed  up  as  being  about  relationship  -  to  God,  to  the  church  body,  and  to  those  who  needed                         
Christ  in  their  lives.  Food  was  delivered,  souls  were  fed,  hearts  were  loved  and  at  peace.  For  6  weeks,  we  gathered  toys  for  the                          
Mission  El  Paso  ministry.  In  the  quiet  of  the  year,  the  beauty  of  the  Lord  was  clearly  shining.  John  14:27  reminds  us,  “Peace  I  leave                           
with   you;   my   peace   I   give   you.   I   do   not   give   to   you   as   the   world   gives.   Do   not   let   your   hearts   be   troubled   and   do   not   be   afraid.”

The  season  of  COVID  has  forced  us  all  to  think  about  the  way  we  do  church  differently,  especially  in  terms  of  our  online                         
services.  One  thing  that  I  have  heard  numerous  times  is  that  it  has  been  a  positive  impact  on  the  people  who  were  unable  to  attend  our                            
services  even  before  COVID  –  Shut-ins,  the  disabled,  the  sick.  The  vast  improvement  and  interaction  with  our  online  service  made                      
them   feel   more   a   part   of   the   service   rather   than   just   observing   a   service   others   were   a   part   of.   

This  has  shown  us  the  need  to  keep  this  as  a  priority  even  as  things  are  reopening  and  a  reminder  that  not  all  of  our                          
cregregants   are   what   might   be   called   “typical.”   

One  success  for  us  locally  has  been  the  ability  to  continue  our  Food  Distribution  through  our  Food  Coalition  even  during                      
COVID.  There  were  modifications  made,  and  safety  measures  put  in  place.  But  we  were  still  able  to  give  out  between  20,000  and                        
30,000   pounds   of   food   every   month.   

An  interesting  aspect  of  making  online  a  priority  was  that  we  saw  many  faces  not  from  our  town  join  us  each  week.  People                         
who  used  to  attend  our  church  but  have  moved,  family  of  congregants,  and  other  random  people  who  joined  because  they  found  us  on                         
Facebook.  It  was  a  very  needed  reminder  of  the  size  and  scope  of  the  family  of  God  and  how  interconnected  we  are  within  our                          
denomination   and   within   our   faith.

Sixteen  and  a  half  years  ago,  I  walked  through  the  doors  of  Star  Care  Home  Health  and  Hospice                                     
and  began  an  incredible  and  wonderful  ministry  of  helping  patients  and  families  deal  with                             
terminal  illness,  loss,  and  the  grief  process.  It  has  been  a  joy  to  be  the  hands  and  feet  of  Jesus  to                                           
people  who  feel  helpless  and  hopeless  as  they  struggle  to  deal  with  all  types  of  terminal  illness.                                   
This  past  church  year,  I  have  endeavored  to  point  them  to  the  One  who  is  able  to  give  them  His                                         
enabling,  sustaining,  comforting,  and  healing  grace.  I  am  so  thankful  for  the  God-moments  when                             
God,   the   patient,   and   I   connected.   These   were   special   moments   that   I   will   not   soon   forget.   

  
At  the  beginning  of  2020,  the  home  office  of  my  company  cut  my  hours  back  to  part  time  so  this                                         
report  is  a  reflection  of  that  action.  As  a  Hospice  Chaplain  I  made  345  personal  visits  either  with                                     
patients  or  their  family  members,  traveled  4,392  miles  all  in  Lea  County,  and  logged  in  1,238                                 
hours  either  visiting  with  patients  or  office  work.  This  past  year  I  have  had  the  privilege  of  filling                                     
the   pulpit   10   times   for   the   people   of   Lovington   Nazarene.   

  
I  am  reminded  of  Jesus’  words  as  found  in  Matthew  9:36-38:  “When  Jesus  saw  the  multitudes,                                 
He  was  moved  with  compassion  for  them,  because  they  were  weary  and  scattered,  like  sheep                               
without  a  shepherd.  Then  Jesus  said  to  his  disciples,  ‘The  harvest  is  plentiful,  but  the  laborers                                 
are  few.  Therefore  pray  the  Lord  of  the  harvest  to  send  out  laborers  into  His  harvest’”(NKJV).                                 
My  prayer  has  been  and  continues  to  be,  “Lord  may  those  entrusted  to  my  care  see  Jesus  in  my                                       
life,   words,   and   actions.”

During  this  past  assembly  year,  I  have  continued  serving  as  a  hospice  chaplain  for  Kindred                               
Hospice  in  New  Mexico  mostly  in  Lea  County,  and  occasionally  in  Eddy  and  Roosevelt  Counties.                               
Part  of  my  hospice  responsibilities  have  included  providing  spiritual  care  and  emotional  support                           
to  terminal  patients  and  their  families  both  pre  and  post  death.  Numerous  hospice  visits  were                               
made,  and  ongoing  grief  support  group  meetings  have  been  conducted.  Also,  an  average  of  100                               
grief  support  letters  were  mailed  each  month  to  bereaved  patient  families.  Several  funeral                           
services  were  conducted  for  patient  families,  also  funeral  services  for  the  community,  not                           
attached  to  hospice.  Weekly  interdisciplinary  meetings  were  attended  that  included  Physicians                       
and  clinicians.  Quite  often,  I  have  provided  pastoral  care  and  emotional  support  to  the  other                               
hospice  team  members.  Recently  I  have  been  given  permission  to  lead  a  weekly  prayer  group                               
meeting  with  my  other  Kindred  Hospice  team  members.  This  meeting  is  conducted  via                           
teleconference.   

  
I  have  provided  spiritual  care  and  emotional  support  to  numerous  COVID-19  patients  and  their                             
families.   

  
Apart  from  my  hospice  duties,  I  also  served  a  part-time  ministry  role  at  Northgate  Free  Will                                 
Baptist  Church  of  Hobbs,  NM,  where  I  preached  many  sermons  and  Sunday  School  lessons.  I                               
made  pastoral  visits  to  parishioners  both  in  homes,  skilled  nursing  facilities,  and  independent                           
living   facilities.     

  
Between  hospice  and  church  ministry,  some  have  accepted  faith  in  Christ,  while  some  have  been                               
encouraged   during   one   of   the   most   difficult   times   of   their   lives.
