total impact of the ministry of your church.  Start keeping a record of all the people 
the church makes intentional connections with for the sake of the gospel each week.  
You may discover that your church is way more effective than you even knew.

will have our delegates join remotely and will try to be very efficient in the con-
ducting of business.  I think it will also be a lot of fun trying some new things.  Pas-
tors and delegates should be on the lookout for instructions regarding registration, 
participation, and voting.
